8o will the work advance and
our societies bo more as Christ would have them. .

WORK AMONG WOMEN AND CHILDREN.

“ Pray yo the Lord of the harvest that He will send
forth laborers into the harveat."

The same ory goes forth year after year, and the re-
sponse seems very slow in coming, but we have faith to
believe that from acroas the sea and in this laud of dark-
ness there are those whom the Lord has called and that
they will gladly respond and eolist in this blessed ser-
vice.

In reporting the work for the year, it is with much :Loy
and thanksgiving to the Giver of all good that I am able
to report & year of uninterrupted work.

Bible Women.—During the first half of the year five
women reported their work regularly ; one other did a
little worr,) but after prayerful conaideration she was
dismissod as incapable of proclaiming the of
trath. :

Ancther gave up the work six montha ago because of
lack of iuterest in the salvation of those around her.
Her husband says she is doing just as much work as she

wan -1

did when she was paid. I trust she in doing more and
deaire to_do scme-—

__that the Loxd will give her a_great
thing for Him. .

Two of my women have young babies, so for the last
three months have not been able to go out visiting as
usual. They are earnest Christiana and I trust do much

. g:uod just in their own homes and among those they meet

Nyurummnh in Jalumur, and Herrimmsh here, have
been permitted to keep on with their work, and have
faithfully gone forth daily in ** His name.”

Pray for more Christian wowen who will be willing to
do this most important work.

One woman with whom I had often talked and prayed,
aund who seemed to grasp the words of life, died while I
was on tour. I had been praying that the Lord would
bring her out and oonsecrate her to Bible work. He
whoﬁmowehh all thinga called her and I truet she is at
rest. On visiting her peog:; on my return, they said
she believed as you do and did not worship idola.

Bible Classes have been taught on Tuesdays and Fri-
days when at the station. We are still studying the
Book of Acts, the most unique missionary report ever
written, and find our faith grows stronger as we talk over

the life and work of the Apostles, soe the faith of the
early Christians and follow Paul from place to place on
his missionary tours.

Station Work.—Daily we have vimited in the town
when at the station, and can say as we have beforo that
there is a good intorest. Some of the women I trust
have pweg from doath unto life, but until they confess
the Lord openly thoy cannot enjuy the fulness of Hia

resonce., Several have told mo they know it is thoir
uty to be baptized, but still they halt.

A very interesting Bible olass has been conducted
every Monday afternoon when at the station, at tho home
of some educated caste women. Several seem specially
interested, and I truat that they may be led to know the
Lord personally.

Sunday School Work.—Four schools have beon atarted
in different streets among the outcast children. Two
are held on Sunday and two on week days, The child-
ren attend very well and are learning very quiokly. This
is, wo feel, a very encouraging feature of the work. No
doubt Misa Archibald will report what she is doing along
this line. -

Touring.—Four tours were made during the year from
seven centres. In the towns where Bible women resido,
and in the villages where Miss Might visited before me,
wo were gladly received sud many heard again the way
of salvation. One centre we visited i had never be-
fore boen oxplored by missionary or helper. We found
many who had never heard the g&spel message, and who
listened eagerly to our words, there is one part of
the work I enjoy more than another, it is touring. The
people out in the villages are not fond of argument ;
they are a simpler people and are willing to listen to the
simple gospel.

Summary of Work.—Villages visited by self, 93. Bi-
ble lessons taught, 140. Days spent on tour, 118. Miles
travelled in the work, 660. Haudbills distributed, 1600.
Visita made by self and helpers, 4210, Bearers,
18,207,

In conolusion, I would say that we in Chicacole will
very espocially need your prayers this coming year. The
Lord haas seen fit to call aside Mr. and Mrs. Archibald to

rost a while. Pray for them, that they may daily realize
