Lieutenant Conder, R. E., the officer in-
charge of the British Palestine Survey Ex-
pedition, repopt important discoveries of
ruins in the hill country of Judah, which
he purposes to identify with some of the
lost bitical cities and sites. He has been
also engaged in a secarch for the limits of
the Levitical towns, hoping to find some in
seription or monument similiar to that
which rewarded M. Gunneau at the city o!
Cezer. He bas not found any Hebrew in-
scriptions, but appears to have discovered
boundary stones which may prove to be
the ancient Levitical landmarks, He pro-
mises to muke a survey of Mr. Henry
Maudsley’s recent discoveries on Mount
Zion,

The examination of the Prince Imperial
of France at the Roval Military Academy,
Wouolwich, is being econducted in & manner
precisely te that of the other cadets. The
Prince gince his 8ojourn at the Academy has
risen in his class every term, and the result
of the exumination, the marks being cumu-*
iative from each previous examination
through which he has aiready passed, will
be mnde known with those concerning the
other gentiemen cadetls in the first class.
He is understood to have acquired great
proficiency both in Artillery and Mathema-
tics, and has takea up, in addition to the
qualifying or obligatory subjects, several
valunwary ones.

The Playfair Commission on the British
Civil Service are in favor of reducing the
number of ofliciils now employed, of add-
ing one hour to the official day, and of in-
creasing to some extent, the galariesat pres
ent paid. The Commission also recom:
mends that the Boiwrd ol {'rade, which was
recently reorganized, should be taken as
the model of all other Government depart-
ments . -

The French Foreign Minister has tender
ed to the Lord Mayor and Sheriffs of Lon-
don the Order of theLegion of Honor ; but,
it being illegal for British subjects, except
by special permission, to accept foreign dis’
tinctions, the ofter has been declined.

A tarift union of the islinds ef the Pacit
fic. at the head of which will be Australia
and New Zealand, is proposed by .the latter
colonies.

In the French Assembly on the 11th, the
bill for the organization of a Senate was

taken up.

An Amendment providing that Senators
be chosen by the same electors as the de-
puties in the Lower Chamber, was adopted
by a vote of 322 yeas to 300 nays. The
amendment was carried by the united vote
of the Left and the Bonapartists, Fifty
Legitiniists abstained from voting, but they
hope to cause a rejection of this as well as
othier Constitutional Bills, when they come
up for final sction. The rightCentreis dis-
satisied with the course legisiition has
taken, and the Committee of Thirty are dis.
