CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

There have been indications during the
past week that the lumber trade is inprov-
ing, although only to a linited extent.
These indications, il is hoped, will develop
into actual realities with the opening of
spring. That such developnents will
take place in the spring, however, is not
yet certain. The wholesale dealers report
soine inquiry for hardwoods from United
States custoners, but the orders are for
small lots for imnedi.ite constimption.
It would seen tha't Aierican ioney is
being gathered ta nicet the bond issue,
and consequently there is little to invest
in lumber beyond supplyins the piesent
requirements. For local consumption,
barn stock, oak, clm, and white ash are
mceting with soe inquiry, at finn quota-
tions. Mill mien are holding firi ta
prices, and little cuttiig is reposrtec. The
oulook for staves and hcading is ofan en-
couraging character. The rccent pur-
chase by Anierican firms of thirty million
feet of box luimber in the vicnity oi Ot-
tawa bas given tihe market in that scctîon
a hcalthy toine. This, together withi an
apparcntly gond condition of trade in
England, are regarded as satisfactory in-
dications of a fair business duîring the
coiing season. 'lie bulk of sales have
consisted of coarsc lîuiber, andI bave been
made by the lilawkcsbury Lumîîber Co.,
W. C. Edwards & Co., J. R. looth, Gil-
mur & Ilugison, and the C.'anada Luim-
ber Co. Thesc sales have sa reduced the
