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our actions, fur 'tis he who gurdes with a guardian
haud all our undertakings, and leads to a success-
ful issue whatever 1s necessary to be done.

The wordsof lhe Royal Psalmist “I have luved,
O Lord, the beauty of thy house and the place
where thy Glory dwelleth,” are always dear to the
genuined Gatholic.  In fact they constitute the
ground work of one of the most neble principles in
the genius of Catholicity. The face of -Christian
Europe attests the working »f this principle in the
numberless magnificent temples erected by Catho-
lic hands to the honour of God. Well indeed it
may be said that when we sece a Catholic congre-
gation, and I trust there are but few, acting upon
the uncatholic, sordid, utilitarian, sectarian prin-
ciple of considering as a uscless expenditure, what-
cver exceeds medioerity in the cmbellishment of
the House of God, genuine piety is at a low cbb
in that cengregation, and there is cvery reason
to fear that the shepherd is like the flock. If
paise is due to any parish in Nova Seatin for
attesting o the world that they arc in heart and
soul alive to the duties incumbent upon them as
Catholics, and of carrying out the same princi-
ple which now actuates the devoted Catliolic else-
where, and to which I have already hinted, the
parishioners of St Andrews have earned to them-
selves cverlasung credit and homowr.  The 20th
June of last year, the great feast of SS. Peter
and Paul witnessed a speetacle never seen betore
in-this quarter, on such a scale, viz. the imposiug
ceremonial of the consecration of a new church
aceording to the Cathelic ritual, it is said that no
less than five thousand persons attended on that
interesting occasion. It must have been a most
conseling sight to the vencrable Bishop of the
Diocese as he officiated un that great occasion to see
so noble a tempie erected, where a few years before
the trees of the forest stood 1n all their native beauty
and the wild beast roamed in quest of prey.—
Surrounded as he was on that auspicious iy by
bundreds of the hoary sons of Ossian and I‘m-'
gal, hews to the taith of the samnted Palladius and
Columba, descendants of the heroes of Bannock-*
burn, while the thousands that thronged the aidlec|
of the pew temple ztood to him in the sarped vl '
tion of spiritual children, for he it was who rege-
nerated them with the laver of Buptism, confumed
them with the chism of salvation, and finally 1t

—

was he, who blessod hofore the altar of the most
High, the matrimonial union of their parents.—
This new Church cost upwards of £1800, a sum
not great in the eyes of many—whenthey compare
it with the cost of other churches, erected in weal-
thy citios and under more propituous circumstances
but it must be recollected that this sum was col-
lected within o short period from about two hun-
dred families, cultivators of the soil. The extenor,
though afrer the common style of architecture in
this countsy, is highly imposing. Its beautifully
tapering spire carries the sacred emblen. of man’s
salvation to the height of I17 fect, the interior is
well finished and elegantly painted, I believe 1200

persons can be accommodated with case.  The al-
tar is really magnificent and the altar picce painted
expressly for this Charch is a splenditl one, repre-
senting the martrydom of the holy apostle St. An-
drew. It reflects much credit upon the artist,
Signor Roberto Pompiana, a young painter of emi-
nence in Rome. 'The columns that stand on cach
side of the altar, supporting a large entablature and
pediment above, are most claborately and scientifi-
cally exeeuted,—finally the short but compre-
hensive gexlic insaription, ¢ Tigh De,” ¢ The
House of God,” in gold letters executd in relief on
the large entablature, tells the sacred character of the
place and clevates tne mind of the faithful beholder
to sentiments of a higher and better world.

Having thus Mr. Editor led your readers to form
an wlea of our new Chareh at 8t. Andrew’s allow
me to give youa few details of our proccedings a
few weeks ago: It being generally known through
this, and the adjoining parishes, that the 29th of
June the anniversary of the conseciation of the
Church was fixed upon as the day for giving confir-
mation to the numerous youth of the parish and
promoting to the holy order of priesthood, the
Rev. IXugh McDonald Iately from St. Mary’s semi-
nary, Quebec, hundreds from the neighbouring set-
tlements flogked to witness the imposing ceremonial
of admitting to the onerous duties of the priesthood
one who already carned for himself favourable opi-
nions by many traits of a kind and affable disposi-
tion. 'The church was most appropriately decorat-
ed for the cccaston, the whole ceremonsal was car-
ried out wath a scrupulous attention to the ntual of
the cnurch.  'I'ne vernerable and reaily Patriarchal
appearance of Bishop IPraserin his Episcopal robes
attended by Rev. Alexander and Ronald M'Gil-
vary 2s Deacon and Sub-deacon, Rev. Doctor
M’Kmnon, Pastor of the pamsh, as Arch-deacon
and Rev. Mr. Qunan, as Master of Ceremonyes,
must have left a lasung impression on the minds
ot the taithful ; in fact the ceremony of the or-
dmation of the young Levite, must have taught
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
