1.—Ald. Monahan, O’Connell and Stroud introduced a
delegation from Point St. Charles.

The delegates stated that the protection dyke in the
above wards should be widened and raised, so as to pre-
vent all danger of floods, and that this year, the water at
ceitain places, had almost reached the level of the said
dyke, i

The Chairman and Commissioner pointed out that the
question to be considered is whether the said dyke is high
enough and sufficiently strong to protect the residents of
these wards, If the City Engineers declare that certain
improvements should be made, the Board will take the
1 ‘cessary measures in order that the same may be ef-
fected. ;

2.—A delegation of rate payers of Tétreaultville (Lon-
gue Pointe Ward) was introduced by Ald. Lariviére.

The delegates stated that that part of Longue Pointe
Ward was in need of certain urgent improvements, They

‘asked, amongst other things, that Desormeaux et de I'E-

glise streets be repaired so as to make the same passable,
and that Souligny and Boyce streets be opened, Souligny

street should be opened, not only between Vinet street
and Lapointe Park, but as f:{r as Maisonneuve, because
the only line of communication is Notre Dame street,

and, in the spring, the latter street is flooded and the re-
silents of Tétreaultville are obliged to go as far as the
Petite Cote road, in order to come into the City limits
1 roper.

They also stated that the streets where sewer works
have been done, are in very bad condition. Such is also
the case as regards the streets situated at Lebrun Park.

Ald, Lariviére stated that instructions should be given
to the Cjty Engineer to order the Tramways Company to
remove its track from Desormeaux street,
