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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERNME
0F THE UNITED STATES 0F AMERICA FOR COýOPERATION ON THE US

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United States
America,

Considering that their mutual security and defense require that they
prepared to meet the contingencies of atomic warfare;

Considering that they are participating together in an international a
rangement pursuant to which they are making substantial and materi
contributions to their mutual defense and security;

Recognizing that their common defense and security will be advanci
by the exc*Iange of information concerning atomic energy and by the transf,
of certain types of equipment;

Believing that such exehange and transfer can be undertaken wifhlo
risk to, the defense and security of either country;

Contemplating that their common defense anid security may be advancE
by the tranisfer at some future tlme of other types of equipment and materia
for use therein; and

Taking into consideration thiat the United States Atomic Energy Act
1954, as amendled, and the Canadian A onttc Eneigy Control Act and Atoefl
Energy laçgulations were enacted or prepared with these puxposes in mind,

H-ave agreed as follows:

AIMCLE 1

General Provision

Whîle the United States and Canada are participating in an internatioWl
arrangement for their mutual defense and security and makîng substaritii
and material contributions thereto, each Party will communicate to, anl
exchange with the other Party information, and transfer materials and equiP
ment to the other Party, in accordance with the provisions of this Agreenc'
provided that the communicating or transferring Party determines that suc.
co-operation will promote and will not constitute an unreasonable risk to i
defense and security.

ARTicLE II

Exchange of Infonmation
Each Party will communicate to or exchange with the other Party suc.

classlfied information as is jointly determined to be necessary to:
A. the development, of defense plans;

B. the trainiing of personnel in the employment of andý defense again
atomîe weapons and other military applications o! atomnic energy;

C. the evaluation of the. capabilities of potential enemies in the en"
ployment of atomnic weapons and other military applications Of aton1j
energy;

D. the development of delivery systems compatible wlth the atn4
weapons which they carry; and
