During a state visit to Canada by Mexican President
Carlos Salinas de Gortari, four joint co-operation
agreements are signed:

• Canada-Mexico Double Taxation Agreement -
the first such agreement that Mexico has
signed with another country;

• Film and Television Co-production Agreement
- to broaden financing and production
opportunities for the film and. television
industries of both countries;

• Export Development Co orQ rationJPetroleos
Mexicanos Memorandum of Understanding -
for a US$500-million line of credit to promote
the sale of Canadian goods and services to
PEMEX; and

• Export Development CorQorationlSecretariat
of Finance Memorandum of Understanding.
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
