ECTION 1

An airline designated by the Government of Canada shall be entitled to operate air
services in both directions on the routes specified in this section and to land for traffic
purposes in the territory of India at the points therein specified; it being understood that only
one airline may be designated to operate air services on each of Route 1 and Route 2.
