SUPERANNUATED FEDERAL EMPLOYEES-

REQUEST FOR INCREASED PENSIONS

On the orders of the day:
Hon. R. A. Bell (Carleton): Mr. Speaker,

may I ask the Prime Minister whether hie
received this week further representations
fromn the Public Service Alliance of Canada
urging hlm. to take action before his retire-
ment to increase the pensions of retired civil
servants? Will the Prime Minister crown his
career by acceding to this request as well as
to the unanimous report of the special joint
committee on the public service?

Righi Hon. L. B. Pearson (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, I am grateful to the hon. mem-
ber for his anxiety to have me crown my
career. I have received such a letter. I have
not yet dealt with it, at least in the way
indicated by my hon. friend.

Mr. Stanley ICnowles (Winnipeg North Cen-
tre): A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
Can the Prime Minister indicate whether he
will deal with this matter before the date of
his retirement, and is April 25 a significant
date since hie mentioned it a little while ago?

Mn. Pearson: Mr. Speaker, my hion. friend's
statement on this matter a little earlier indi-
cates that by dealing with it hie means dealing
with it to his satisfaction, which is not quite
the same thing. We will certainly give the
matter consideration and do what we think is
right in the circumstances.
