TRANSPORTATION
PROVISION FOR DEFINITION AND IMPLEMEN-

TATION OF NATIONAL POLICY
The house resumed, from Tuesday, January

10, consideration in committee of Bill No. C-
231, to define and implement a national trans-
portation policy for Canada, to amend the
Railway Act and other acts in consequence
thereof and to enact other consequential
provisions-Mr. Pickersgill-Mr. Batten in
the chair.

The Chairman: Order, please. When the
committee rose on Tuesday, January 10, 1967,
clause 19 of the bill was about to be discussed,
clauses 1, 16, 17 and 18 having been stood.

Mr. Pickersgill: Mr. Chairman, I understand
that clause 17 was stood so I could give some
consideration to various points which had
been raised. I have now had an opportunity to
give that consideration and to consult with my
officials. If we could revert to clause 17 I
would be very happy to communicate to the
committee what I have learned.

The Chairman: Does the committee agreenow to revert to clause 17?

Sone hon. Members: Agreed.

On clause 17-Committees.
Mr. Pickersgill: Mr. Chairman, perhaps Ishould deal first with the point raised by the

member for Edmonton-Strathcona. In doing
so I must confess to the committee that I was
perhaps not as familiar as I really should
have been-though I am not learned in the
law and have never practiced before the
Board of Transport Commissioners-with thedetails of the procedure before that board.

It is within the powers of the board as it
now exists, and will therefore be within the
powers of the new commission, to review and
even to rehear any case before or after it
renders a decision. I understand it is also
within the powers of the governor in council
on appeal to ask to have a rehearing or a re-
view. Therefore the very laudable object
the hon. member for Edmonton-Strathcona
had in mind is met by the law as it exists.
