ROLE 0F CANADIAN ELEMENT IN MIDDLE EAST
PEACEKEEPING FORCE-REQUEST FOR UNANIMOUS

CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION

Right Hon. J. G. Diefenbaker (Prince Albert): Mr.
Speaker, I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43

to ask for unanimous consent of the House to raise a
motion of urgent and pressing necessity. I move, seconded
by the hon. member for Qu'Appelle-Moose Mountain (Mr.
Hamilton):

That this House views with concern the indecorous haste exhib-
ited by the Canadian government in its anxiety to secure consent
of objecting nations within the United Nations to having Canadi-
ans in the peacekeeping force for service in the Middle East,
whereby without regard to the magnificent record of Canadians in
two world wars Canada's No. 1 combat alert unit is to be placed in
a secondary position in the peacekeeping force being given a
responsibility analogous to that of hewers of wood and drawers of
water for other nationals in the said force.

Mr. Speaker: Is there unanimous consent?

Saine hon. Memnbers: Agreed.

Saine hon. Memnbers: No.

Mr. Speaker: There is not unanimous consent.

Mr'. Wagner: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of order. I
would like to ask the Secretary of State for External
Affairs whether he is prepared to make a statement on
motions relating to his discussions over the weekend in
New York and Washington.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. That is hardly a point of
order. Hon. members know that we would get into dif-
ficulty if on motions hon. members were to ask members
of the government whether they propose to make state-
ments. I appreciate the importance of the matter. Perhaps
the minister might be allowed to reply. But I think the
hon. member would agree that if the minister rose and
made a statement that would answer the question. That is
why, normally, this kind of question is not asked on
motions.
