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month delay continue before the third Canadian position on
the 1JC is filled?

Hon. John Roberts (Minister of the Environment and
Minister of State for Science and Technology): Mr. Speaker, I
agree that this is an important appointment that has to be
made. I regret the delay that has taken place, and I hope the
appointment will be made soon.

DIRECT JOB-CREATION PROGRAM—SELECTION OF RIDINGS
ELIGIBLE FOR DEVELOPMENT COMPONENT

Mr. John Bosley (Don Valley West): Mr. Speaker, | have a
question for the Minister of Employment and Immigration
regarding the development component of his recently
announced program which is, as I understand it, the compo-
nent intended to deal with long-term solutions to chronic
unemployment.

an government and the Canadian Parliament could make in
this situation, and report back to the minister and the House.

Hon. Mark MacGuigan (Secretary of State for External
Affairs): Mr. Speaker, I think I could not take such a proposal
as a serious way of responding to the problems of the Middle
East at the present time. There is no lack of knowledge of the
facts. We are well acquainted with the facts. The problems are
amongst the parties in the Middle East. The United States is
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conducting mediation efforts with respect to the problem in
Beirut itself. Most countries of the world feel that we are
better advised to await the resolution of that problem before
proceeding with initiatives with respect to the longer-term
problems of the Middle East.
