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Hon. Mr. POWER: Now that this motion
to rescind has been carried, I suggest to the
leader of the Government that, as this reso-
lution was apparently adopted withott due
consideration, it should not appear in our
Minutes.

Han. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: Yes, I
think it is desirable that the motion should
not be in the Minutes.

The Senate -adjourned until to-morrow at
three o'clock.

IMMIGRANTS IN THE MARITIME

INQUIRY.

Hon. Mr. McSWEENEY inquired of the
Government the number of immigrants
that landed in New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia, and Prince Edward Island in the
years 1915 and 1916.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: The num-
ber of immigrants who settled in the Mari-
time Provinces-Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick, and Prince Edward Island-during
the fiscal year 1914-15, was 11,104, and dur-
ing the fiscal year 1915-1916, was 5,981.
