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I thank you for having made the necessary financial provision for the
effective conduct of the war, and for meeting the ordinary expenses of govern-
ment required to bridge over the period between the beginning of the present
fiscal year and the opening of a new Parliament following the general election. -

The people of Canada as a nation welcome to-day the opportunity to express
profound gratitude to Almighty God for the deliverance from evil forces which
in His Providence we now see is being vouchsafed to peoples of our own and
other countries which our enemies have sought to conquer and enslave. As

this parliament ends, we join in humble and reverent thanksgiving to God
for His Mercy thus revealed to our own and other freedom-loving lands.
