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91 The examination papers shall be distributed from
the Department of Education by the Inspector of High
Schools, and the answers of the pupils shall be returned
to the Department in accordance with instructions to
presiding officers.

92 The examination papers of all grades shall have
the value of each question printed in the margin.

93 All pupils in attendance at any intermediate or
high school must take the June examinations, but credit
will not be given to the school for the marks of pupils
who have not been in attendance at least ninety days
during the current year.

Holders of the school-leaving certificates are admitted
without further examination to the faculties of MeGill
University and Bishop’s University, provided the sub-
jects and percentages taken by the holders are such as
are required by the various faculties.®

94 These examinations shall begin on the 16th day of
June, excepting when that day falls on Saturday or
Sunday. Examinations in drawing may be held earlier
by arrangement with the Inspector of High Schools.
