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for this Report.

Now, may I make the suggestion that, when
you have studied carefully the powers that you expect
or you think should be granted to the Protestant
COmmittee, it would be adgisable for you to get in
touch, before you make a final report, with some of
the outstanding ROman Catholic Educationists, to see
to what extent they would be willing to grant a
certain part, so it would not infringe on what they

might demand.
DEAN BRITTAIN: Have you anyone directly in mind?

PROF. IOCKHART: I have someone whom you might start
with - the director of studies of Roman Catholie
sehools, Mr. Piédalue. At least I think he would
be very helpful in that respect and tell you of

others whom you might contact.

DEAN IEMESSURIER:  May I take it that he has already

studied this document?
PROF. LOCKHART: I know he has.

COLONEL BOVEY: He is also very much in the confidence

of Mr. Filteau, the Deputy Minister.

THE PRINCIFAL: If you have any suggestions.about

any relevant matter, please do not hesitate to make

them. So far, you have been very helpful to us.
