In his opening remarks Mr. Ryrie
expressed his regret at the absence of
the president, E. R. Wood, who is at
present’' in Europe, and of Mr. Wood,
the first vice-president. Speaking of
the work of the organization, the
chairman said the only way to estim-
ate its value was in terms of its profit
to the boy. Everything else was hol-
low by comparison. He also referred
to the progress of work on the new
central building, and to its very fine
equipment.

Good Finances.

Reports were then read, showing in-
creased membership and magnificent
monetary returns.

ters written, 2349; Bible meetings, 63;
total receipts, $18,612.28; cash on hand,
$259.96. An item that struck one for-
cibly as showing the many accidents
that railway men are exposed to, was
that 512 had been attended in the tem-
porary hospital.

Tributes Paid.

Tributes were given by different
Epeakers to Mr. Turnbull and Mr. Hop-
kins for their activities during the
year, and Frank Yeigh, who retired
from the board of directors to take
ap fresh work with the national body.

Short addresses were given by Mr.

NAHUM SOKOLOW
IS COMING HERE

Renowned Zionist Will De-
liver a Lecture at

Hall.

KNOWN AS A

Hebrew School Ch\ildren Will
Have Holiday and Decor-

ate Homes.

A large meeting of delegates of al-
most every Hebrew congregation and
society in Toronto was held recently in
the Zionist Institute. being invited
there by the Zionist Council. The ob-
Ject was to arrange ways and means
of a grand reception to be given to
Herr Nahum Sokolow of Warsaw, Rus-
sia, who will lecture at Massey Music
Hall,, Thursday, May 22. $

Herr Sokolow,who is internationally
known to every Jew, has gained his
distinction as the first Jew being elect-
ed to the first Russian Duma, As an
essayist, journalist and an able ora-
tor, he brought to bear a great influ-
ence on hi co-religionists thruout the
entire world.

As the editor of The Hazefirah In
Russia, he has been for many years
the leader of Hebrew public opinion.
Altho gifted in almost every Euro-
pean language, which he speaks very
fluently, Herr Sokolow prefers to write
in Hebrew, in which he has been able
to  express most effectively his
thoughts. A cosmopolitan, equally at
home in all lands, he has been enter-
tained by royalty, municipalities and
great men.

To the local Jewry his visit has a
double meaning, first as a great Jew,
he is the first one to visit Canada, and
secondly he comes as a cabinet minis-
ter of the Jewish parliament, which
was established by the Zionists some
fifteen years ago, in which his charm-

made him one of its prime movers,
Owing to his untiring activity in the
cause of Zionism, he was elected to
the .high position at the recent Zionist
congress at Bazel.

Herr Sokolow has already been some
iweeks in the United States, recelving
civic receptions from the municipali-
ties and thousands of Hebrews have

to his splendid orations.

The uptown and downtown, rich and
poor, Zionist and non-Zionists, or-
thodox and reform, all enjoyed his
speaking equally well.

THRESHES STANDING GRAIN IN
~ THE FIELD.
A machine that threshes standing

grain in the field without cutting has
been invented by C. C. Baldwin, of
Nicholson, Kan. Four hor€es push the
machine over the field and a small
gasoline engine drives the thrasher.
Only two men are required to operate
it, one driving the horses and the
other tying the sacks of threshed
grain and looking after the engine.

The inventor is of the opinion that
this machine will revolutionize the
harvesting °"busines in the plains
states, says The Kansasg City Star.

The inventor is a young man who
has made a study of threshing ma-
chinés since he was a boy. When he
was 12 years old he worked as a wa-
ter hauler for a threshing outfit, and
when he was 18 he invented this ma-
chine, and bullt a rough model of it.
He experimented for three years be-
fore he got his machine to work, and
then le patented it.

In 1911 a machine was tried in the
field, but it did not work satisfactor-
iy, and last year another was
built, which did the work. Now a
company has.been formed and a com-
petent engineer has been engaged to re-
design the machine on good mechani-
cal lines. :

Italian Nobleman Who Mur-

Montenegrins Will Begin to
Evacuate City—Bulgars
Lost Thirty Thousand
Men in War.

LONDON, May 14.—(Can. Press.)—
An international naval force will oc-
cupy Scutari today and the Montene-
grins will then begin the evacuation of
the town.

Official figures of the Bulgarian
losses in the war, published at Sofia
vesterday, givee the following esti-
mate: Killed—3830 officers, 29,711 men.

MONEY-AKING MOTIVES
MASS THE MULTTUDES

Farmers’ Sons Are Congregating
in the Cities Instead of Re-
maining “on the Farms.

PROBLEMS TO BE OVERCOME

Increase in Crime and Degener-
acy Must Be Prevented by
Civic Authorities.

Money-making motives mass the
multitudes in the 'great metropolitan
cities, was the pivotal point of Rev. R.
J. Hutchen's address on civic prob-
lems to the Riverdale Business Men’'s
Association last night. Modern ma-
chinery, he pointed out, » enablel a
Canadian farmer and one assistant to
cultivate a hundred acres in Ontario,
compared with 50 laborers with primi-
tive implements in Italy. Labor-saving
machinery ‘was depopulating the coun-
try, and centralizing industrial acti-
vity. At the rate prevailing for the
last 26 years, the cities in the United
States and Canada, within a compara-
tively short period, would contain
four-fifths of the population.

Increase in Crime. |

Appalling increases in crime, and
physical degeneracy, had been the re-
sult of the phenomenal growth of
many citieg, but the tide had turned,
and an era of social betterment had
set in. The movement for widening
streets, establishing playgrounds, con-
serving open spaces. for parks, the
founding of settlement houses, with g
view of making good citizens of illiter-
ate foreigners, and santary reforms of
various kinds was making its influence
felt, 4

Another Factor.
—~ The distribution of electric power
would also be an equalizing factor.

In view of the marvelous rapidity of
the growth of many of the large cities,
including Toronto, 'the enormous ex-
penditures for the many civic im-
provements, absolutely necessary, the
problem of cost had to be faced. There
appeared 'to be .only one way in which
the money needed could be equitably
raised. It would not be possible to
levy it upon the industry of the people,
but it could be raised without ham-
pering industrial commerce. The only
adequate method was the progresdsive
assessment of \increased land values
in portions of the city where there was
an obvious substantial increment.

MUSTN'T MASQUERADE
AS FEDERAL OFFICER

Senator Watson Says Personation
of Policemen Not Unknown
iq Canada.

OTTAWA, May 13.—(Can. Press.)—In
the senate today on motion for the third
reading of a bill amending the Dominion
Police Act, Senator Watson moved that
the bill be referred back to the commit-
tee to be amended s0 that the case of the
police be entrusted to the governor-gn-
eral in council instead of under a single
minister as now proposed. He wanted a
clause added making it .an offence to per-
sonate a Dominion policeman. There
had been an actual case, Marshal Jackson
had stated, in the Saskatchewan elections
last summer, and when arrested a man
was found in possession of a Dominion
police badge.

At Hon. Mr. Lougheed’'s suggestion,
consideration of the bill was deferred
that he might bring the matters to the
attention of the government.

Treaty is Approved.

On’ motion for third reading of the
West India agreement bill Senator Dom-
ville criticized the proposed steamship
service. He had no objection to the
treaty agreemnt, but thought the gov-
ernment should be careful to see that
adquate steamship service be secured.

Senator Cloran approved of the provi-
sion in the bill providing for free ad-
mission of limes and lime juice from the
West Indies, but regretted that the gov-
ernment had seen  fit to apply tariff
changes against lime juice from other
countries. This would give too much of
a monopoly to these islands, which might
lead to Canada receiving an inferior qual-
ity of lime juice.

The bill was given a third reading.

LONDON, May 14, 3.80 a.m.—(Copy-
right.)—A Beriin cable to The.Morn-
ing . Telegraph says it has been found
necessary to postpone the departure of
the new Hamburg-American liner, the
Imperator, on her first trip across the
Atlantic from May.24 till June 11. The
reason assigned for this change is that
the provisional berth provided for the
huge liner-—-the largest vessel ever
floated—did not afford her sufficient
shelter during the rough weather of
the past week to render pou_lble the
completion of the work which remained
to be done on board.

THE “ONE-VISIT GUESTS”

Every little while one hears a wo-

)

man who has been entertained at a
friend’s house wondering because she
has not been asked to repeat the visit.
Possibly there may be a very good
reason for the omission. There are
guests, and guests. Some are wel-
come time and again; others do not
have hospitality extended to them
more than once—that is, if the hostess
has anything to say about it

The list of the “one-visit guests” is
a rather long one. Who are some of
the people that make it up?

To begin with there is the woman
who, when paying a visit, thinks far
more of her own comfort than that
of her hostess. Selfish people are
never pleasing companions, and, this
trait recognized, the selfish person is
not scught out in preference to the
unselfish. It is the unselfish person
who is welcome as a guest.

Then there is the womah who is
blind to the many opportunities that
arc hers, as a guest, for adding to the
pleasure of the household. Selfish-
ness may be at the root of the trouble
here, but a poorly developed faculty
of observation has a part to play in
it, too.

There is the guest who is constant-
ly disarranging the home schedule,
because she has no idea of the pas-
sage of time. She is late for meals,
she is never on hand promptly to keep
an engagement, whether in the house
or outside. One is unfortunately
familiar with the guest who says that
if she is not down to a meal, not to
wait for her, a bite will answer when
she comes down, and that in fact she
never eats much of anything. And
the housewife knows that one tardy
comer at meals does make a differ-
et ce, and that tke household ma-
chinery has to be adjusted to meet
that situation.

The guest who has an exaggerated
idea of her own importance is trying.
She does not realize; for example, that
the one maid in the house has her
day's work planned out, so that if
fifteen minutes are taken out here
and there to brush a skirt, press a
blouse or perform some other similar
service for the guest, the interference
with the day’s routine must be made
good.

Then there is the guest who does
not hesitate to betray confidences;
she delights tg-tell what she has seen
or heard while a member of some
friend’'s family circle. She is the
dangerous. guest, and one well may
hesitate before offering her again the
privileges of one’'s home.

Another guest—and she is one of
the trying kinds—is the one who must
follow strictly a diet in the matter of
her eating. How often it happens
that just the things she is permitted
to eat are never served at just the
right time or in the proper combina.-
tions. A woman of this sort should
not make visits until she is able to
enjoy the mcals that her hostess pro-
vides.

Another trying guest is the one
who is careless about her personal be-
longings. She sees no harm in leav-
ing bureau drawers partly open, the
tops of her dresser and table in dis-
order and her possessions scattered
hit or miss throughout the house, mak-
ing work for and causing distress of
mind to her hostess.

But, happily, @as  against such
guests, - thers are numberless ones
whose coming is a joy and whose go-
ing is a regret. Such are the con-
siderate guests, the guests who
realize that they have something to

| glve as well as'to receive, the thought-

ful guests, ' the guests who take
pleasure in ldentifyving themselves so
far as possible with the family life
and who try to make that family life
the richer and the more enjoyable by

their presence.
