An Act to amend the Criminal Code (Race Meetings).

ER Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of
the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts
as follows:

1. (1) All that portion of paragraph (c) of subsection (1)
of section 178 of the Criminal Code immediately following 5
subparagraph (ii) thereof is repealed and the following
substituted therefor:
“during the actual progress of a race meeting con-
ducted by the association upon races being run
thereon and if, as to race meetings at which there 10
are running races, the following provisions are
complied with, namely, no association shall hold, and
on any one track there shall not be held, except as
hereinafter provided, more than fourteen days of
racing or more than two race meetings in any one 15
calendar year, the racing during any such meeting
to be held on consecutive days on which racing may
be lawfully carried on and to consist of not more

than eight races on any of those days;”’

(2) Subparagraph (ii) of paragraph (d) of subsection (1) 20
of section 178 of the said Act is repealed and the following
substituted therefor:

‘(i) no more than ten races shall be held during any

one calendar day; and”
