DETROIT, July 28.—Walter Coat, with 

three victories already to his credit since 
t|er Grand Circuit meet started, piloted 
two more winners to-day. With Mans­
field he captured the 2.12 pace In four 
heats, and landed Esther W. 4n front af­
ter five stirring heat sin the 2.12 trot.

The best time of the year was hung up 
In the free-for-all pace when Indepen­
dence Boy did the first heat In 2.02%. 
Seven horses with an average record of 
2.02% started In this event, but only three 
finished inside the money.
Hal B., ir„ caught the flag in the first 
hèatr Vernon McKinney In the second 
and Ross K. In the third. '

Vernon McKinney, In the first heat, led 
to within 5ti yards of the wire, when In­
dependence Boy came alongside and in a 
whipping finish beat the McKinney horse 
by a neck. In the second heat, Vernon 
McKinney broke at the start and fell 
far behind. The other four raced together 
to the last turn, where James' stallion 
caught up with them. Then the five came 
down the stretch abreast, but McKinney 
could not stand Jhe pace and went into 
the air again. Independence Boy and. 
Evelyn W. drew away, and In another 
gruelling finish the mare got the de­
cision by a narrow margin. Evelyn W. 
and Independence Boy were the contend­
ers all the way in the third round, with 
Evelyn W. a length in th lead at the
