Owners of tracks in and around
Toronto are just now making big

. efforts to try and prove that the war-
time act which prevented racing -is
about to become a dead letter. If they
succeed the old familiar cries of
the race-track will once again delight
the ears of the punter. Both the Dut-
ferin and the Hillcrest tracks have
been put in order, and -the plants
thoroly overhauled for a commence-
ment of racing directly it. can be
legally undertaken.

DIRIGIBLE

ACROSS THE ATLANTIC

Making Better Time Than at
Any  Previous Period of

' Flight—If Conditions Con-
tinue Favorable Will Reach
Britain Early Saturday. <

Washington, July 10.—Aided by a
westerly wind that sometimes reached
a velocity of mnearly 40 miles an
hour, the British dirigible R-34 to-
night was well out over the Atlantic
on the return trip to East Fortuae,

America. The last message from the
airship, recejved lat,a today by the
navy department, gave her position
at that time as 650 miles due east
of Bar Harbor, Maine, and more than
1,000 miles from Mineola, Long Island,
from which she started last midnight.

The dirigible, according to wireless
reports received by the navy depart-
ment thruout the day, averaged more
than 60 miles an hour for the first
15 hours of the return flight and at
times the big airship’s speed reached
Jbetween 75 and 80 miles an hour. The
'dirigible thus was making better time
than at any period of the flight to
this side of the Atlantic and if weather
conditions remain favorable, naval of-
ficers here believe Major G. H. Scott,
commander, and members of the R-34's
crew, will see British shores early
Saturday,

The fArst word heard from the R-34
after th§ big dirigible left American
shores this morning was a radio mes-
sage s at 4 a.m,, giving the ship’s
position as 130 miles due east from
Long Island. Direct communication
was maintained with the navy depart-
ment thereafter. At 10 a.m. a message
said the dirigible was then making
good 58 knots an hour, equivalent to
about 64 Jand miles. An hour later
the R-34 signalled that the wind was
becoming stronger, and that the dirig-
ible’s’ speed- had reached 80 miles an
hour at times.

e Send Weather Reports.

reg sent to the weather
bureau may that weather re-
ports be sent to the R-34 regularly
during the trip to England, in order
that the dirigible might be kept in-
formed of unfavorable weather condi-
tions along the route. Another radio
message asked all reports from vessels
along the path being followed by the
R-34 be wirelessed,

The last weather report sent to the
R-34 from here tonight said that a
siorm center over Newfoundland was
moving northeast and that another
over Ontarioc was moving toward
\ Newfoundland. Strong westerly
winds were predicted over the west-
ern Atlantic as far east as the 50th
meridian and probably much farther.
The weather report compiled Ky Fore-
caster Bowie concluded:

“You will have strong westerly

clouds and a falling barometer. My
advice is to keep well south and iake
advantage of westerly winds attend-
ing rapid eastward movement of dis-
turbances north of latitude 45. Good
luck and a quick trip.”

London, July 10.—Reuter learms, in
regard to British forces overseas, that
the army on the Rhine numbers 206,-
000 and the army in France and Flan-
ders 214,000, the latter mainly for
salvage work, and algo to supply the
line of communication for the Rhine
army, of whith it is to act as reserve
in the event of further host lities.

There are 11,000 British troops in
Italy, including troops for clearing up
purposes, and also a battalion form-
ing part of the international garrison
of F.ume.

Washington, July \ 10.—The peace
treaty with its leagué of nations cov-
enant was la.d before the senate by
President 'Wilson today in an address
accounting to the country for his part
in the negotiations at Versailles.

The league, declared the president,
was born of the conviction of practical
statesmen that an international con-
cert had become a world necessity
to end the old order and guarantee
civilization. He asserted that in such
a concert the world looked confidently

In his talks afterward with league
supporters, the president was said to
have discussed at length the Shan-
tung and Irish questions. He was
quoted as saying he was not satis-
fied with the treaty provision giving
Shaatung to Japan, but as declaring
there was an informal understanding
among the peace delegates that even-
tually Japan must make an acceptabile
agreement with China in the matter.
He was represeated as expressing con-
fidence that Japan would deal rightly
fn the final settlement,

The Irish Delegates.

Discussing the failure of the peace
conference to receive the representa-
tives of Irish-American organizations
oa behalf of Irish freedom, Mr. Wij.
