Jones is a glutton for punishment John 
Paul is a member of the well-known 
Jones family and Just now a hurler fer­
tile Toronto Maple Leafs. J. P. was 
knocked out of the box by the. Newark 
Bears in two Innings Sunday, but this 
afternoon he pitched two full games 
against the Bruins and lost both. The 
•cores were 6 to 3 and 2 to 1. Jones 
allowed six hits in the fleet game and 
four In the second. He ran up against 
clever, twirling on the part of Dick Mc­
Cabe and George Qaw. The former held 
the Leafs to four hits in the first game, 
while Uaw was touched up for six safe 
blows. McCabe didn’t allow a hit until 
the seventh in the first battle. Then 
the Leafs got three, one a single by 
Jones, which scored men from second 
and first. All of the scores made by 
Toronto came In that seventh Inning.
