Mr. F. B. Hayes.
mv. F. B. Hayes said that he took ® 

personal interest in technical education. 
His experience with young men was that 
they left school and went Into a factory 
or office, and were generally found to be 
fiir below the mark. He deplored the fact 
that a great number of the boys who left 
school could not spell or write properly, 
and though-^ that there certainly was some­
thing radically wrong with the education 
cystem, when this state of affairs was al­
lowed to exist.

In factories, Mr. Hayes said, young men 
who were commencing had to be taught 
everything. They knew nothing when they 
came, and It took a long while before they 
were trained. He did not think that manu­
facturers should be called upon to train 
boys entering their employ. The govern­
ment should do something to remedy this.

“We want something practical, not 
thearetlchl,” the speaker went on. “We 
should teach the lad and train him for 
whatever calling he Intends to follow In 
nfter. life, and teach him practically. Of 
course theory Is all right ln Its way, but 
It does not go far enough. If the govern­
ment would establish schools of a practi­
cal character It would be very much to 
the manufacturers’ advantage. We manu­
facturers are growing, we trade largely 
with other nations, and It will be next to 
^mpossible for us to go ahead the way we 
should If we have not the workmen who 
have been properly brought up.”
