LESSONS OF THE WAR.

Modern Rifles Less Deadly Than
Those Used in 1870,

Paris, Nov. 17.—Among military men,
great Interest is taken in an article in the
current number of The Nouvelle Review,
setting forth the lessons derived from the
Transvaal war. The author of the article
is Captain Gilbert, formerly of the French
staff, and a recognized authority at ‘he
War School, whoee, death was announced

last week. Capumin Gilbert shows that
| the Boer army never exceeded 38,000 men
and 70 guus, mostly of old model, against
a British force of 250,000 men and 450
guns and machine guns. The most valu-
able lesson deduced by Captain Gilbert is
that, with every 1000 men hit with bullets
of the Mauser rifie of 7.7 millimetres cali-
bre, with which the Boers are aumed, 220
were wounded mortally; and, of these, 175
were killed Instantly and 45 survived a
few days. During the war of 1870, on the

contrary, for every 1000 men hit by chasse-

pot bullets, 248 were mortally wounded, |
of whom 158 were killed instantly, while !
95 survived several days; the conclusion

being that modern rifles cause fewer mor-

tal wounds than the rifles used in th?2 |
Franco-Germam war of 1870, and that.!
those mortally wounded dle quicker than ‘
those mortally -wounded by chassepot
riffle bullets. Another conclusion is that |
soldiers slightly wounded by Mauser bul-

lets are able to rejoin their regiments

much sooner than were the men sllxhuy'
wounded by chassepot bullets In 1870.
