He saw the accused 
change a $10 and hand $5 to a stranger, 
telling him to get some whiskey.

Gough returned to the rear of the 
restaurant and watched. He claimed 
that Cahill went in behind the counter 
and proceeded to put Naville out. Then 
taking a bottle of whiskey from under­
neath, opened it, and announced that 
he would serve it at 50 cents a drink. 
In all six drinks were poured out. 
Three were purchased by the stranger, 
two by Naville and one by Doyle.

The Ubiquitous Stranger.
As to how the liquor came into the 

place, Naville declared that a drunken 
stranger came into his place, and that 
seeing a bottle in his pocket he took it 
away and put it behind the bar. The 
man he identified as being "medium- 
sized.”

Doyle was wrestling with the stranger 
and creating a disturbance. He claimed 
that he was brought as a witness only, 
but this was denied.

P. C. George Pilgrim and P. C. John 
A. Doyle swore that the whiskey was 
in the place and that Doyle, Cahill and 
Naville were there when they came in. 
Doyle ran away, but was caught.

When asked why he ran away when 
the police came, he said: "They were 
pitching things around. You wouldn’t 
have stayed there yourself, your wor­
ship. You know what you get if you 
come up here, whether you’re Innocent 
or not.”

Court of Justice.
"I thought this was a court of jus­

tice," remarked R. G. Fisher, who was 
prosecuting.

"So did I,” replied Doyle.
Cahill complained that his word was 

not being believed because he had ap- 
peared on other occasions. "My word ( 
ought to be taken once in a while in | 
this world,” he said. "As far as selling| 
is concerned, I never sold whiskey in! 
my life. I had a whole house full, but| 
never sold it. No man could see behind 
the end of the counter from the back 
door.” To substantiate this statement 
he called the other two prisoners and 
cross-examined them.

In cross-examining P. C. Gough he 
asked how far it was between the end 
of the bar and the wall. Gough declared 
that he couldn’t say. He then asked 
him why he didn’t arrest him sooner. 
Gough said that he might have broken 
the bottle and that there were four 
men there, so he had to wait for more 
evidence.

It was the purpose of Chair­
man Lodge and his Republican col­
leagues to put the plan before the com­
mittee for action, though it was thought 
likely that a vote on It might be de­
layed for a day or two.

YUDENITCH’S FORCES STOPPED 
IN ADVANCE ON PETROGRAD

Agreement of Some Kind Is Strongly 
Urged.

Washington, Oct. 22.—Tn a last effort 
to prevent the dissolution of the na­
tional industrial conference.

London, Oct. 22.—General Yudenitch, 
commander of the northwestern Rus­
sian army, seems to have been brought 
to a virtual standstill by the stubborn 
defense of Petrograd, which is almost 
within sight of his men. Soviet forces 
are even reported to have taken the 
offensive north of Krasnoie Selo, but 
details of the fighting have not been 
as yet fully reported.

East of Pulkovo, the Yudenitch army 
appears to have encountered strong 
Bolshevik columns. Pulkovo Is about 3 
miles from the only remaining railway 
line running south from Petrograd, and 
the importance of retaining control of 
this road may explain the savage fight­
ing in that sector. Later reports state 
that heavier artillery Is being brought 
up by General Yudenitch. Soviet troops 
reported to have been concentrated

near Gdoff near Lake Peipus, are said 
to have been scattered by the anti- 
Bolsheviki. The presence of this 
force on the left flank of the Yuden­
itch army constituted a seeming men­
ace to the whole movement against 
Petrograd, and also appeared to indi- 
cate that the Bolsheviki are still quite 
strong on the coast west of Petrograd.

Kronstadt has not been surrender­
ed to the anti-Bolshevik and has not 
been attacked, according to a British 
Admiralty statement. It is held the 
fortress Will fall Immediately upon 
the capture of Petrograd by General 
Yudenitch. That this event is fully 
expected is evidenced by the readiness 
of the northwestern Russian govern­
ment to move into the city and take 
control of the situation.
