Noticed Something Wrong.
P. Boucher, manager of the Ingersoll 

Construction Company, which con­
trolled the figure 8, scenic railway and 
old mitt, said be had not noticed any­
thin gs wrong with the apparatus of the 
Gem Theatre until Monday night—the 
day before the fire—when he saw a 
flash in front of the theatre.

Fred All-ward, who ran the scenic 
railway, said he was ln charge of all 
the Ingersoll Construction Co.’s at­
tractions on the day of the fire, be­
cause of Mr. Boucher’s absence. He 
was ln front of the old mill when the 
lire broke out. He asked if every­
thing was fill right on the figure S 
and was told "yes.” Mr. Robinson 
had charge of the Gem Theatre, and 
the Ingersoll Construction Co. had 
nothing to do with it. The Ingersoll 
people had fire fighting appliances in 
shape of extinguishers and buckets in 
the “mill,” but there was no peed of 
filch things on the figure 8 because of 
its open construction.

Ai GOOKINC OF FISH

Some Signs to Show Whether or 
Not the Specimen is Fresh 

and Fit for Use.

In choosing fish a proof of the fresh­
ness and goodness at it is the presence 
and the appearance of the scales. It 
is possible for a fish to be fresh and 
still not good, and the causes one must 
learn and be alive to.

Fish just before spawning are In the 
'best food condition. After the spawn­
ing they are thin and out of condition 
and should not be eaten.

When fish ls boiled out of season it

TflJudge the freshness of a large fish 
preas) the finger into the flesh; if the 
lient Alls out quickly and the fish 'is 
stiff tt is a good sign. Also if it ls 
round and plump near the tail and 
the hollow behind the head is deep, 
the sides undulated as If ribbed. It Is 
sure to ibe a freslji, fish.

Fish should toe eaten as soon after 
It Is cooked as it Is posMtoJe, for it Is 
then at its toeet. When boiling fish 
place it in a linen doth, put into cold 
water and allow it to simmer gently 
to boiling point, or else the centre will 
be done and flake off before the lnelde 
Is cooked. If fish is to toe toro.led, al­
ways grease the broiler thoroly with a 
piece of suet; this pi events its stick­
ing and tearing and makes Its removal 
to the platter a less dangerous feat.

Fish ls less nourishipg'than meat, for 
It contalnsno osmazone; shell fith are 
even more lacking ln nutriment. Caive 
all fish with a stiver fish knife and 
flake It ln serving as much as pos­
sible. If fish must 'be kept some hours 
'before It is cooked wrap it in a linen 
cloth and lay it directly on the ice.

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SOLDIERS ON THE SCENE 
SEARCHING TOR WEAPONS

Strikers and Their Homes Forced 
to Submit to Inspection—No 

Signs of Trouble.

Aug. 13.—(Spe-FORT WILLIAM, 
clal.)—With 160 local man of the 96th 
Militia Regiment and 70 men of the 
regular Mounted Rifles from Winnipeg 
on duty, there were no signs of trouble 
from the striking Q.P.R. freight hand­
lers to-day. All parts of the company’s 
sheds are being guarded by the sold­
iers.

The first work done by the military 
this morning was to clear a mob of 
strikers from the streets around the 
Avenue Hotel, Col. Steele’s headquar- 

i ters. Some of the strikers took refuge 
In a deserted building, but were driven 
out without an argument, after which 
a big batch of the strikers, who are all 
foreigners, were .rounded up and 
searched for concealed weapons. Only 
one man was found with a revolver 
and he was arrested. A search of the 
houses tenanted by the strikers was 
then begun, but the ammunition and 
firearms located and seized proved 
comparatively small. A wagon load 
of liquor was confiscated from an Ital­
ian store.

This afternoon 150 French-Canadlan 
laborers were brought in by the C.P.R. 
to act as strike breakers, their train 
being run along side the cars where the 
soldiers are quartered.

Gen. Supt. Burry in la statement to­
day said: /

“Things are clearing now and the 
Keewdtln passenger boat will go out 
this afternoon and the Alberta will go 
on time to-morroy. We don’t antici­
pate further Interruption of traffic* 
with the troops here. We are ready to 
act under the Lemieux Act and rest on 
that.

HEAVY FIGHTING IN MOROCCO
Riffs Takes Refuge From Shells in 

.Subterranean -Chambers.
MELILLA, Aug. 13.—Friendly natives 

bring in reports that, altho the Span­
ish artillery fire Is destroying the camps 
of the Moors, it ls not causing great 
loss of life, as the Riffs have built a 
series of subterranean chambers and 
passages under their locations, ln which 
they take refuge ,emerging only when 
the cannonading is over.

The Moors made an attempt last night 
to cut the Spanish railroad. Search­
lights, however, revealed their "pur­
pose, and they were driven back.

The Spanish artillery continues to 
bombard the Mount Gurga, the head­
quarters of the Moorish positions. Sev­
eral modern guns of French construc­
tion have-torrived here, but the Span­
ish artillerymen are having consider­
able difficulty in learning how to man­
ipulate them.

At Penon de la Gomera, the Moors 
who surround the Spanish garrison kept 
up an Incessant attack all day Thurs­
day. In the evening they withdrew to 
the hills and built great fires, by the 

'light of which they continued their 
lusliade on the town and garrison.

Entire Navy Ordered to Mellila.
MADRIto Aug. 13.—All the vessels of 

the Spanish navy have reclved orders 
to concentrate at Mellila, Morocco, 
where a Spanish force of some 38 000 
men, under the command of General 
Maina,Is confronted by a strong gather­
ing of Moors, who resent Spain’s puni­
tive expedition for the murder by the 
Moors of eight Spanish laborers
