FOODS T0 BE
BY THE POUND

Retail Package System Banned
By Foed Controller

EFFECTIVE ON DECEMBE 1

Elimination of Wastage and of Ex-
tra Cost te Consumer— Novem-
ber 1 Set as Date en Which
Wholesale Fruit and Vegetable
Men Must Register

Ottawa, Oct. 23.—In order to elim-
inate the waste in packages and' the
increase in cost to the consumer involv-
ed in the trade in small packages of
breakfast foods, cereals, and cereal pro-
ducts, an order-in-council has been pass-
ed on the recommendation of the food
controller, prohibiting the sale, after a
specified date, unless licensed, of such
foods in original packages of less
weight than twenty pounds.

In special cases the food controller
may license the sale in smaller pack-
ages if necessary in the interest of the
public. .

Manufacturers and wholesale dealers
are given until November 1 to dispose
of their stocks, but on and after that
date they must not offer for sale in
Canada “any food known as breakfast
foods or cereals, or flour, or other foods
which are the product of wheat, oats,
barley, rye, rice, peas, beans, buck-
wheat, Indian corn (maize), or lentils
in original packages of less weight than
twenty pounds” In the case of retail
dealers, the prohibition of sale is to be
effective on and after December 1.

the food enumerated “shall be sold by
the pound or ton and shall be net
weight to the purchaser.”

Violation of the regulation is made
an offense, and the penalty provided is
a fine of not less than $10 and not ex-
ceeding $500, or imprisonment for any
term not exceeding six months, or both
fine and imprisonment.

Winnipeg, Oct. 28.—Speaking of the
personnel of the union cabinet at a

meeting in the industrial bureau last
night, Hon. Mr. Calder said they had
been fortunate to get in Mr. Carvell
They had almost got Premier Murray.
He stood four square in support of
union government, prepared to support
it through thick and thin. Mr. Rowell
was also a great source of strength.
