Minor, have violently bombarded the 
Turkish line stretching around that 
place, and have inflicted heavy losses, It 
being estimated that 1,000 Turks have 
been killed, according to an Exchange 
Telegraph Company 'despatch from 
Athens.

Three shells from artillery 
fired by Turkish nationalists, under 
the command of Mustapha Kernel 
Pasha, have fallen in the town, and have

Ottawa, June 26—A prominent Winni­

peg lawyer sends to an Ottawa citizen 
an interesting sum up of the situation 
there with reference to the provincial 
elections on June 29. It is in part as 
follows:—

“In Winnipeg there will be at least 
forty and probably forty-five candidates 
out of whom ten will be elected. It is a 
most peculiar election. The apathy of 
the people is something to marvel at 
Even the labor people seem to be in a 
somnolent condition.

“What this apathy indicates it is dif­
ficult to say. The government interpret 
it as a sign that the people generally are 
altogether satisfied with their adminis­
tration. Opponents of the government 
point to the recent elections in Ontario 
and take comfort from- the fact that the 
upheaval was not accompanied by any 
premonitory symptoms. My own idea 
is that the explanation of the phenome- 

i non is to be found in the feeling of dis­
gust that the people entertain towards 
movements in general. I thing the gov­
ernment will be returned to power, but 
there will be some new faces in the legis­
lature. Quite a number who are run­
ning as independents will be found sup­
porting the government if they are elect­
ed. They find it good politics to run as 
independent, but the fact that the move­
ment is not opposihg them in many 
cases indicates the measure of their in­
dependence.

“The result in particular constitu­
encies is hard to predict on account of 
the multiplicity of candidates in the 
field. In many of tl)e single member 
constituencies there are three and four 
candidates running. In Winnipeg the 
general opinion is that three or four la­
bor, candidates will be elected,' Dixon for 
a certainty and possibly Ivent and John 
Queen. The government will likely carry 
about five seats, and one ox. two might 
go to the Conservative faction.”

Births, deaths and marriages are re­
corded and the rate per thousand of 
population is worked out * for each 
county for the, month. The counties 
with large French populations show high 
birth rates, although, there are some 
notable exceptions. The marriage rate 
shows remarkable variation, as does also 
the death rate.

Restigouche county has the highest 
birth rate, 52.6- Its population is pre­
dominatingly French.

THE THREE HEAT 
RACING PLAN.T0 

BE GIVEN TRIAL

Fredericton and Moncton to 
Use, It at Openers

An Explanation of Its Woik- 
ing — Some Objection lo it 
and Fredericton Will Work 
Under Both New and Old.

Fredericton, N. B-, June 26—“Three- 
heat-plan” racing will be tried out for 
the first time in the maritime provinces
at the opening of the harness racing 
season this year. It will be the system 
in vogue at the meetings to open on 
Dominion Day in Frede 
ton and it will also t 
first meeting of the Maritime & Maine 
Circuit m Houlton, Me., the following 
week.

The “three-heat-plan” has many ad­
vocates in the United States and it 
was suggested as the.prbper antidote for 
the various objections trainers have 
voiced ever since the sport commenced 
against early racing for their stables. 
Except under unusual circumstances 
#nee is the utmost number of heats to 
tie raced under the plan, as the name 
implies, and in practice this was de­
clared to be an advantage for early sea­
son racing as, is was argued, it would 
do away with the possibility of getting 
into a long drawn-out six or perhaps a 
seven heat race at the outset which 
would take the “zip” out of the best 
trotter or pacer in the country for the 
best part of, if not all season.

Some interesting correspondence from 
W. H. Gocher, secretary of the National 
Trotting Association, with the Frederic­
ton Park Association has given some 
concrete illustrations of just how the 
three-heat-plan works out, how the 
money is divided, what happens about 
the winnings of horses that are dis­
tanced, and other rulings that will be 
carefully scanned by followers of racing.

Section 8 of Rule 5 of the National. 
Trotting Association’s regulations says: 
“A three heat plan race is an event 
limited to three heats, with the money 
divided as in the published conditions, 
less 10 per cent of the purse which shall 
tie awarded to the horse standing best 
i sf the summary except m th* event of 
three horsds each winnifig a heat. In 
that event they shall go a fourth heat to 
tetermine the winner. Should one horse 
only win one heat and make a dead 
heat, he shall bp declared the winner. 
If two horkes each wm a heat and make 
a dead heat they shall go a fourth heat 
to determine the winner.”

This rule explains itself pretty well, 
but Mr. Gocher has sent along instruc­
tions as to the division of the monies. 
“In three heat plan, races,” he writes, 
“if a horse standing for money is dis­
tanced, the amount that would have 
been awarded him in the heat in which 
he yas distanced goes to the winner, 
less whatever deductions are made under 
the published conditions.” It thus is 
shown that every heat is a race in itself 
—except that heat records are not win- 
race records unless the horse eventually 
tops the summary at the end of the race 
and thus gets the race winner’s 10 per 
cent bonus, or whatever you wish to 
call it. In a three heat plan sace for 
$800 purse therefore there is $90 raced 
for in each heat and it is divided in 
accordance with the conditions—at the 
M. and B. M. Circuit tracks it is 50, 25, 
J5 and 10 per cent—and the balance, 
$80, goes to the winner of thp race, 
there being no deduction made from
