Musi Accept Promptly

Sofia, Bulgaria, Nov. 16-The subject or- i 
peace negotiation is absorbing the entire 
attention of the Bulgarian government for 
the moment. The Bulgarian cabinet lost 
no time in communicating the contents of 
a letter from the grand vizier on the sub­
ject of an armistice to its allies and an in­
terchange of views between the Balkan 
governments is in active progrtee.

It is said that the peace condition^ will 
be formulated with the least possible de 
lay and presented to Turkey for acceptance 
or rejection. Unlees they are accepted 
within twenty-four hours after their pres­
entation hostilities will be continued as 
it is not intended by the Bulgarian gener­
al to permit Turkey to gain valuable rim» 
by wrangling over the conditions. A 
prompt acceptance will possibly avert the 
entry of the Bulgarian troops into Con­
stantinople.

It is believed that Bulgaria will not pb- 
ject to Turkey retaining Constantinople 
and the Dardanelles. Regarding the mili­
tary situation at the Tchatalja line of fort­
ifications in front of the Turkfah capital, 
many rumors are in circulation, but so far 
as ie officially known no serious engage­
ment has yet occurred. There have been 
merely a few encounters between the Bul­
garian and Turkish outposts, while the 
Bulgarians have occupied the three viL 
lagee in front of the fortifications.

King Ferdinand of Bulgaria is now at 
Kirk-Kiliaseh, but it is reported he is pre­
paring to start for Tchalaja. The jour 
ney can be made along the railroad from 
Kirk Kilisseh, which is now in full oper­
ation as far as Tcherkess-keiu, the second 
fort from Tchaladja.

London, Nov. 10—Bulgaria's terms of 

peace to Turkey as reported at Vientia 
and sent from that city by the corres­
pondent of the Daily Telegraph, consist of 
seven stipulations.

Included in the first stipulation is the 
surrender of the Tchatalja army and its 
withdrawal guarded by Bulgarians.

The second provides for the evacuation 
of Adrianople, Scutari, Monas fir and Ja­
nine.

The third calls for payment of a war in­
demnity.
The fourth demands the surrender of con­
quered territory.

The fifth calls for the internationaliza­
tion of Constantinople.

The sixth provides for the opening of 
the Dardenelles and the making of Sala- 
niki a free port.

Constantinople—(By way of Kustendje) 
—The opinion is general here that the war 
is practically over. An armistice with the 
Bulgarians will, in all probability, be ar­
ranged within the next few days and this 
will be followed by direct negotiations for 
peace. The Ottoman government fully 
realizes that further resistance can only 
prejudice the position of Turkey still more, 
while its outcome is extremely problemati­
cal and might lead to even more humilia­
tion.

With the exception of the Chauvinistic 
hotspurs, the bulk of public opinion is be­
ginning to rally to the view taken by re­
sponsible statesmen, and it is generally 
hoped that the best possible conditions of 
peace will be secured. It is recognized 
that practically the whole of European 
Turkey is lost, so much so that the banks 
and the council of the Ottoman public de­
partment are already taking stock of their 
own interests in the lost provinces in view 
of protecting themselves when the final 
settlement comes up for discussion.

They hope that the interests of the bond­
holders will be better safeguarded this 
time than was the case at the Berlin con­
gress.
