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Birthday Chat With the Richest
Woman in The World

KNONS NOT EXTENT OF WEALTH

e

Promises a Balancing of Beoks
at New Year — Talks of Her
Life, Her Religious Views and
Women's Position

The New York Herald¢published an in-
terview with Mrs. Hetty Green, “the
world’s richest woman,” on her 78th birth-
day. In part the Herald said:—

Cdlonel Edward H. R. Green, a strap-
ping robust man in the ppime of health,
rode to his office yesterday in a high pow-
ered limousine automobile with soft cush-
ions, while he let his poor, aged mother,
Mrs. Hetty Green, walk. However, since
a map ‘'who needed 810,000 happened to
select Mrs. Green's automobilg to run over
him she has been a little gkittish about
“these mew fangled things.” \
“You certainly are -looking fine for a
woman of seventy-seven years,” said a re-
porter for the Herald who called upon
her yesterday to inquire how she would
celebrate the anniversary of her birthday.
“Fm not seventy-seven,” quickly said
that most remarkable of women, placing
her hand on the reporter’s arm, “I'll be
seventy-eight to-morrow.” She asked credit
for overcoming a feminine frailty in admit-
ting her right age.

“Pardon this onion I’m chewing,”’ she
continued, “but it’s the finest thing in the
world for health. Perhaps that’s why I
live so long. I had a big tenderloin steak
for breakfast, with fried potatoes, a pot
of tea and the top of a bottle of milk. I
don’t buy cream because it is twelve hours
older than the milk. I just take off the
top of the bottle of milk, set the rest in
a cool place and use it for cooking.”

“Is there anything besides onion that
keeps you in such fine health?”’

“Well, T walk all I can. But, laws-a-
me, you should have® seen me before I got
poisoned up at the Chemjcal National
Bank. Since then I haven’t been what I
was. I was there at my office to collect
three million nine hundred dollars that
was due on a certain day, and there were

Mrs. Green, who has been stopping with
the Countess Leary, a friend for forty
years, cooked her own'*breakfast in the
home of the Countess yesterday morning,
notforgetting the onion, which she cok-
stantly chewed, and then rode down town
on a surface car. She called it a cable
car, because there were cable cars when
she first established ‘a Wall street office.
From the corner of Park Row and Broad-
way she had walked to the Trinity Bl_l]ld‘
ing, in which her offices. are on the.sncth
floor, arriving - there about - ten thinutes
before ten o’clock and fifteen minutes be-
fore the arrival of Colonel Edward Green
in his big limousine. M

“Yes, this is the same dress I have worn
for many years,” said Mrs. Green, making
no effort’ to conceal the frayed edges of
the garment. She is a little more stooped
than two or three years ago and the gar-
ment was ill fitting.

She Still is a Quaker

“You know, my Daddy was a Quaker,
and he brought me up as a Quaker.
He told me that I had ‘to go to church
with him on Sunday morning, and that
on Sunday afternoons and. evenings I
coould look for a better religion, but I
haven’t found any better.’

“The fact that you are living in Coun-
tess Leary’s house is mot an indication
that you may embrace the Catholic re-
ligion?” she was ‘asked.

“Let’s not talk about religion,” she re-
plied. “I once held twenty-eight mortgages
on Catholic churches at two per cent in-
terest, placed through Countess Leary,
and if I can do any church any good I
am happy. All the churches are good.
Why I had a mortgage for $27,000 on a
Presbyterian church in Chicago, and when
it burned down the pastor wrote to me
that unless I cancelled the mortgage I
would not go to heaven. I wrote right
back to him that as long as he was in a
threatening mood he better climb up on
his corner stone and pray for my eoul,
because I was going to foreclose within
sixty days, and I did.”

“Yes, I'm a Quaker still,” she went on.
“T joined the Episcopal church because I
used to go down to Trinity Church when
1 was a girl and even now I drop in there
occasionally to hear the organ recitals.

“My residence with the Countess Leary
has no religious significance. It means
nothing that I know of. I'm arranging now
to return to my cold water flat in Hobo-
ken. That was my happiest home. You
know the Stevens family own that proper-
ty, and they are very respectable. I paid
$24 a month for the flat therejand I was
very happy.

“I can cook my own meals there without
causing comment and do my own market-
ing. A woman can’t run her house prop-
erly unless she does her own marketing.
I don’t think very much of this suffrage
matter. 1 always believed with my daddy
that a woman’s place was in the home—
of course, my case was different—and that
a woman should be married and have a
family. Let the man do the voting and
make the money and let the woman keep
house and do the cooking. If a woman
will feed a man properly she will get all
she wants. Just give him enough to eat
and woman’s woes will pass.”

“Yes, as I was saying,” Mrs. Green con-
tinued, toppling the little straw bonnet
over to the other side of her head, “wo-
men should stay at home, but I do be-
lieve they are getting more sensible in the
matter of dress. The waist line now is
much higher, you know, and they don’t

turally, without artificial aids, they will
discover that they will be not only much
thore comfortable, but muech happier and
will live longer.”

| “You know, I can tell when a woman is
unnatural just as easy as anything.”

“Do you believe with Mr." Carnegie that
it is a disgrace to die rich?”

“In fact, I think it would be quite a
credit. It all depends on. what one does
with wealth. I believe in doing good and
I have my own ways of doing good. I
thought that lending money to churches at
two per cent was a good way. oul church-
es are good. I would not give a cent for
a person who did not have religion. Re-
ligion is the greatest thing in the world
and the longer I live the more I come to
realize it. It gives hope, and without hope
life would be dark.”

From her manner yesterday it was hard

to understand how this slight woman could |

have swayed boards of directors of great
banking and commercial institutions, or
how she had won against the legal strate-
gists of the great commercial institutions.
There was something so feminine about
her, even to the way she carried the fray-
ed and t.i;ne-wom grosgrain scarf on her arm
while reading papers, that it was difficult
to disassociate her from a family hearth-
side, where a purring cat might be toying
with the ball of yarn from which she was
knitting winter socks.

“I have never hurt a poor person,” she
went on. “It is only the rich crank who
thinks he is entitled to something for no-
thing that I have fought. And the world
is filled with that kind. They are all. seek-
ing money without giving an adequate re-
turn.”

“Do you have many cranks coming here
to see you?” \

“Never had one. Maybe they think I'm
as big a crank as they are, and therefore
belong to the union. They let me alone.”

Mrs. Green receives, however, many let-
ters asking or.demanding money. These
are ignored. No one who writes to Mrs.
Green for money gets an answer, she says.

Was a Beautiful Young Woman

While Mrs. Green was speaking with the
reporter, a boy delivered a portrait which
Mrs. Green had been expecting. She un-
wrapped it and exhibited the enlarged por-
trait of a young matron, with a beautiful
curl caressing her neck and hanging down
on her full and snow white chest.

“That was me when I was twenty-six
years old,” Mrs. Green said proudly. She
was a honntiful young woman. Fifty-two
yéars later the same features may be seen
in her fine profile—the quick, dark eyes,
th strong chin and the full lips.

When Mrs. Green heard that a photo-
grapher was waiting in Broadway to. get
a snap shot at her as she left the build-
ing later in the afternoon, she went out
through a rear door into Trinity place and
walked many blocks before getting a car
to Countess Leary’s home.
