If he had tgken
a moderate lead and had been on his toes
and going toward third as soon as he saw
the ball get away from Lapp, he would
have dashed after the bag and made it,
but the pitched ball caught him off his
balance, as it was, and by the time that
he Fad recovered it and had made a fresh
start, Lapp had the ball.

Spiked Baker.

bag.

1t is not to be supposed that a player
is just going to lie down and say: “Here
I am, tag me.”

Galler-|
ies, has been completed, Divested of the |
scaffoldings  which have been ‘in positionk
| for several years, the new structure now
| presents a magnificent front at the ap-
{ proach from Torrington - square, Though
{ the exterior building is completed and the
| four floors are laid down, the internal
| finishings and decorations will require an-
other year to execute.

The rear wing is to be used largely for
the storage of books and prints, but the
ground floor will hold the many. exhibits
of ceramic art which are now located in
various parts of the Museum. There will
also be students’ rooms, and offices comn-
nected with ‘the remainder of the edifice.

The King Edward Galleries harmonize
in point of architecture with the mother
structure.
facade of twenty-one Ionic columns simi-
lar to that of the Great Russell street
entrance, rising fourteen feet above the
roadway on a simple base, which runs
across the entire frontage of the building,
namely, a length of 400 feet. - At each
end of the facade rises a tower or pylon,
00 feet high, ornamented with statu-
ary work by Sir George Frampton, who
also is responsible for the statues of “Art”
and “Science” which adorn the main en-
trance in: Montague Place, -before which
a spacious forecourt is to' be'laid out.'The
new thoroughfare on which the galleries
look ijs . to 'be kmown as British Museum
avenue.

It was in 1896\ that negotiations were
opened for the putchase ‘from ‘the Duke
of Bedford of a site for the new extension.
King Edward, then Prince of Wales, and |
a trustee of the Muséum, played an ener-|
getic part in carrying through the negoti- |
ations, The property changed hands for |
$1,000,000, a sum far below its market|
value. The cost of the present structure
has been variously estimated at from,
