MEgssrs. EDITORS:—

I see by your last issue that Whit-
man Hains of York County has made
bold statements with regard to the
Porter Cove Bridge, Ludlow, show-
ing plainly how easy it is for profes-
sional mortals to be mistaken. About
the time Thos. Ramsay, Esq., the
contractor of said bridge, was to com-
mence operations, Wm. Swim, Esq.,
M. P. P., about 20 of the Pouds,
Hoveys and Prices, with myself, re-
sorted to the site to find the particu-
lar spot measured by the originator of
the plan ana specification of said
bridge. Close measurement and proof
discovered the said spot, as the river
in proximity is much wider above and
beiow. Having measured minutely
and correctly, we found the width
fromn bauk to bank on the water liue
to be 306, and not 270 {t., as Le states,
and were the water in the river 1 toot
higher, which would then be ouly
bank high, the width would be over
310 ft., covering the whole length of
the said plan and specification. To
block up fully one third ot the
river would be folly in the extreme,
and lead to certain destruction. Ex-
perience during the past 30 years
tanght us the useful lesson to give all
possible room for the passage of the
ice, the greatest detriment to the safe-
ty of bridges. Mr. Hains proposed
to build a block out 30. ft on the noxth
shore, beyond low water mark, on a
bend on the river, where the whole
pressure of ice must remain until
broken up, making sure and certain
destruction. The Doaktown north
abutment bridge block only extends
out to low water mark, and the M*-
Laggan bridge, north side, about 4 tt.
above high water mark, showing con-
clusively the wisdom of Messrs. Kil-
lam and Ramsay, who built said
bridges in providing for the passage
of ice.

Snould Mr. Hains ever again af-
tempt to measure bridge sites and
have plans and specification to cor-
respond, it would be well for him to
be more correct and not too positive
when in the wrong. If he wants to]
learn a lesson about bridge building |
he can come into Northumberland, |
where there is some of the strongest
bridges in the Province to withstand
the pressure of ice, &c.
