THE EASTERN EXTENSION CLAIM.

We are glad to observe that the local
government continues to urge upon the
authorities at Ottawa the justice of the
claim of the province arising out of the
Eastern Extension Railway. The claim
arises as follows:

Under an Act of Assembly of this
province passed in 1864 (prior to confed-
eration) the Eastern Extension Railway
was undertaken for the purpose of con-
necting the European and North Amer-
jcan Railway (now the Intercolonial)
with the Nova Scotia Railway then
projected to $he boundary between the
provinces, the object being to form
an interprovincial line, After confeder-
ation subsidies amounting to $400,000
were paid on account of construction
through the Dominion government, and
charged to New Brunswick on “debt ac-
count,” under the provision of the Brit-
jsh North America act. In 1869, the
road was taken by the Dominion gov-
ernment as part of the Intercolonial, but
the province was only credited with
$250,000 of the $400,000, leaving & bal-
ance of $150,000, which the Dominion
government refused to place to the credit
of the Province, upon grounds which
will be found stated below in a copy of
report taken from Hansard of a speech
of Sir Charles Tupper, then Minister of
Finance, made in parliament in 1884.

In the latter year the government ask-
ed from Parliament a vote of $150,000 to
reimburse this province the balance of
the cost of the Eastern Extension Rail-
way.

Referring to Hansard of 1884, Vol. 2»
pages 1627 and 1628, we find the item
voted is stated to be:—

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A NEW DEPARTURE IN ENGLAND.

Conservative political circles in Eng-
land are conmsiderably exercised over
the recent speech of the Marquis of Salis-
bury before the United Club. In that"
speech the British Premier made a dis-
tinet declaration in favor of the prin-
ciple of woman suffrage; he also
intimated that there might
be a redistribution of seats in accordance
with the principle of representation by
population, and he left his hearers
under the belief that there will be no
general election until the expiration of
the present Parliament in the sum-
mer of 1893. The feature of the
speech to which many members
of the Conservative party most vig-
orously object is that relating
to women suffrage. A London special
states that the election agents of intend-
ing candidates besiege the executive of
the Conservative Association demand-
ing to know whether this is an essential
part of the Government programme. A
host of members of the House of Com-
mons have warned she executive that a
female vate plank would not be accepted
by an influential section of the party
_without a protest. The Premier has
long been known to be inclined to con-
cede the right of suffrage to
women as a probable counterpoise
to the democratic tendency to
the principal of manhood suffrage; but
now for the first time he has tried to
commit the party to this momentous
h of franchi The il of the
Conservative Association at an informal
meeting-on Friday, without passing a
resolution to that effect, decided: to in-
timate to Lord Salisbury that the party
was so divided on the question that it
would be unwise to recognize itasa Con-
gervative principle. It must be admit-
ted that what with his free education
scheme, his schemes for labor reform,and
his female suffrage plan, the British
premier is leading his party into un-
known depths.

The acceptance of the principal of re-
presentation by population by Lord Sal-
isbury is wholly contrary to Conserva-
tive traditions. Prior to the Reform Bill

Sir Charles Tupper in moving the reso-
lution said ; “In regard to the $150,000,
the case stands thus; when the Interco-
lonial Railway was provided for a
portion had been constructed by
the government of New Brunswick.
‘When the Intercolonial railway was be-
ing constructed under an act of this
parliament, from Rivier, du Loup to
Truro, the question arose as to the
section consiructed in the province of
New Brunswick. After some pressure
from this government, the government
of New Brunswick were obliged to accept
a smaller sum than they had been
obliged to pay to secure the construction
of that road; it has been a matter in
controversy from that time to this. A
memorial from the government of New
Brunswick was referred to my depart-
ment and I instructed Mr. Frank Shanly,
who was acting as chief engineer of the
Intercolonial, to take the question up
and examine it in all its details and
make a report. He made a report to the
effect that this $150,000 was fairly due
to New Brunswick, in connection with
that portion of the line, and he showed
that the basis which had been adopted
when this settlement took place with
the province of New Brunswick, required
to be revised.

high or grammer school pursued all or
the major part of the ordinary literary
studies of the school, and, in addition
thereto, he pursued a special course in
drawing and tool work, in properly
fitted shops, and under competent in-
structors.

He wonld know good workman-
ship and would be the master and not
the victim of designing or incompetent
workmen, He learned the value of ex-
actness, neatness and good workmanship.
He produces few completed articles. If
he can turn one leg of a table, make one
joint and one corner of the drawer he
should not complete ‘the table. He
knows how, has mastered the principles
and processes involved. Repetition
could give increased dexterity, but little
more of education. This*is clearly the
kind of education which the age re-
quires, and the kind which must be
adopted throughout Canada if Canadians
are to occupy the best positions in
Canadian workshops and factories.
Skilled laborers, graduates of the techni-
cal schools of Britain and Europe ren-
der it possible to produce in those
countries almost every kind of fabric,
cutlery, fine hardware of various sorts,
and hundreds of different kinds of mer-
chandise much cheaper than they can
be. manufactured here, notwi ding
the fact that the raw material and
everything y to their

ture is quite as cheap in Canada as
there.  Further, the best positions
in our workshops and factories
which rightfully belong to Canadians are
not unfrequently held by foreigners for
the reason that educated labor here is by
no means equal to the demand. Itis
humiliating that & manual department,
like that introduced by Prof. Wolverton
into Woodstock College, but much wider
in its scope, and including both 1nale
and female pupils, is not to be found in
at least one school in each of
the provinces of the dominion:
such a move would soon be followed by
the introduction of a technical or trade
department into one school in every
county ; this would be followed by the
employment of Canadian skilled labor
in every department of Canadian indus-
try, which is very desirable for many
reasons, and the exclusion of foreigners
from positions which all native born
Canadians would be glad to see filled by
artisans of native birth.

The
distribution bill of 1885 was intended to
give some approach to representation
by population and it certainly was a
great improvement on the former system.
The following table showing the repre-
sentation of a number of English
counties prior to the Reform bill of 1832
and at present, with the population in
1841 and in 1881 will show how little
population had todo with representa-
tion prior to 1832.
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the gover t began to press for pay-
ment of the amount of provincial
subsidies, which between 1869 and 1884,
had been withheld from the province
by the Dominion government a8 interest
upon the $150,000, being $8,750 each
half year, and interest upon these snms,
from the time they respectively became
due. Numerous despatches have been
sent forward to Ottawa, urging payment,
and on several occasions, the Premier,
Hon. Mr. Blair, and other “members of
the goverament, have visited the
Dominion capital, and interviewed the
Federal government on the subject. On
at least one occasion, the claims seemed
on the eve of settlement and an an-
nouncement to that effect was made in
the governor's speech.

The delegation which lately went to
Ottawa, consisting of Hon. Mr. Pugsley
and Hon. Mr, Tweedie, appears to have
been fayorably received, and there is
good reason to believe that the payment
of this just claum,long deferred, will
soon be made.

England prior to the first reform Dbill
Lancashire had more than ten times as
many inhabitants as Buckinghamshire
but they had the same number of repre-
sentatives. Middlesex had five times as
many inhabitants as Cornwall yet Corn-
wallhad five times as many representa-
tives as  Middlesex. Middlesex is the
county which contains the city of Lon-
don and the larger half of the great
British metropolis while Cornwall is
rural and unprogressive, yet when it
was proposed to amend a system which
gave Cornwall  five times as many
representatives as Middlesex, both the
Earl of Eldon and the Duke of Welling-
ton declared that if such a measure
passed the sun of Britain’s glory would
set forever. Toryism in 1832 wore dif-
ferent garments from those it as-
sumes in 1891,

The reform bill 01832 abolished a large
number of rotten boroughs, and effected
many improvements in the representa-
tion, but it did not recognize the prin-
viple of representation by population to
any considerable extent. This will be
seen by the following statement of a few
of the constituencies in 1843, eleven
years after the reform bill had become
law:—

MANUAL TRAINING IN THE SCHOOLS.

At a recent session of the National
Educational Association, which has call-
ed together at Toronto some 15,000 edu-
cationalists, about two-thirds of whom
are from the United States, Prof. Wol-
verton, in a paper on “Manual training
and its place in the educational system
of Ontario,” remarked that Canada had
but one training school, or rather de-
partment manual—the department in
Woodstock, Ont., college, which he
had established two years ago. In that
institution Prof. Wolverton, said manual
training had been conducted success-
fully from the first, in & manner substan-

tially a8 follows: The student of the

pamphlet states:—*“Free from the winds
and fogs of St. John, its climate is fine !”

In the absence of influences nearer to
hand, Wall Street has followed with
some interest the extraordinary court
interchanges that have just closed in
Great Britain. Whatever may be cal-
culated to affect international politics in
Europe has, at the special time, an un-
usually direct bearing upon financial in-
terests. Europe is now ina state of
armed peace.

The event is no mere exchange of im-
perial family courtesies, no mere excur-
sion for the gratification of the ambitions
of a young and adventurous emperor.
Coming, as it does, contempor: ly

long impending war ; but itis not im-
possible that a combination so over
whelmingly powerful may also make it
possible tv bring about a redaction of
the costly armaments that are now
destructively draining Europe of its
resources ; or, in any event, a constant
increase of armaments will become the
less necessary.

Such a result would bring direct ad-
vantages to this country. . All thatis
needed to give full effect to the benefits
of our abundant harvest is a restoration
of confidence in the countries with which
we have commercial intercourse. It
would mean better foreign markets and
prices for our grain, as well as for other
exportable products.
