In a speech to a° meeting’ at Middle-
ton, N. S. Premier Fielding threw -a
searching light upon the working of the
N. P. tariff. - In the course of his ad-
dress “he pointed -out very clearly how
the present tariff imposes. double taxes
on the consumer—one for the benefit of
the state and the other for the benefit of
the “protected” manufacturer.- He con-
tinued thus: “It is difficult to estimate

' how much money has been paid by the

consumers of the.country over and above
fair prices to the protected manufactur-
ers. We are probably within the mark
when we say for every dollar of iaxa-
tion borne by the people and paid into
the public treasury in the shape of du-
ties on imponted goods they have paid
two or three dollars in the shape of ex-
tra prices to the home manufacturer.
Some of these combinations do not prove
as effective as“their <authors intended
them to be in preventing home competi-
tion. The agreemenit to charge certain
prices was not always kept. Now and
then a- manufacturer would . privately
break through the arrangement and sell
Even so much competi- |
‘tion—and it -did not amount to .much—
could mot be allowed by the protective
system. These protected manufacturers
found that they could not trust each
other, ‘and so they determined to re-
sort to more extreme measures to choke
off competition.” Mr. Fielding produced
a document illustrating the methods of
manufacturers for the securing of close
combinations. He introduced this. doc-
ument: with the following  description®
“It is a form of statutable declaration
‘intended to guaramtee. that “the ' parties;
concerned have not sold’théir goods bey.|
low the price fixed by the combine, Thé
lawyers who are pLexe'nt will not need ;to
be reminded that -a statutable declara-
tion, made under the act respecting vol-
untary and éxtra judicial oaths, is equiv-
alent to an oath, and that the person
who makes it falsely renders . himself
fiable to a prosecution for perjury. This
document is headed *‘Declaration.”” - Tt
states on its face that it is a declaration
required by certain agreements dated
8th January, ..o2, 16th January, 1892,
6th Januwary, 1892, 27th January, 1892,
March 5th, 1892, and Jan. Tth, 1893,
made between the several manufactur-
ers named. Then follow the names of
eight concerns forming the Wire Nail
Association, four concerns forming the
Canadian Tack Manufacturers’ associa-
tion, five concerns forming the Cut Nail
association, four . comcerns- f(;rming the
Horse Shoe association, five concerns
forming the ‘Pressed Spike association,
and_ five concerns forming the Bar Iron
association. ,The name of each one of
these concerns and its place of business

“§s“given; and ‘you mdy be'intdrested” in

learning that every onme of them is in
the province of Ontario or in the prov-
ince of Quebec. The illegitimate profits
of the combines in almost all cases go
to the upper provinces.” The declara-
tion is certainly very carefully worded
and seems well '‘calculated to preserve
the combination of the manufacturers
who sign it. The document reads as
follows:

The policy of the present government
is and will be in effect the encourage-
ment of such. combinations and rings
among manufacturers. It is largely
dependent on the men who have this
privilege for the means of winning elec-
tions, and it is not likely to do anything
that will incur their displeasure. The
people have been foolish emough to ac-
cept this policy in the past, but there
are many indications that they are tired
of it. They will agree with Mr. Field-
ing when he says: “But while we thus
point “out “the fact that manufacturers
are permitted by this system to charge
exogutqms .prices,.let us not waste our
_energies in denouncing them: Our-quar-
vel' s mot with them, but with the sys-
tem  under which these. things  exist,

s a,nd mtl; the sovemmegt mhtch has cre-
{ ated and continued that system. In

this' age “of bus)ness 4t is almost ' too
much to expect that manufacturers will
be benevolent in their business transac-
tions. Exceptions may be found where
men do not avail themselves to the full-
est extent of the pnivileges which are
open to then. But what we must expect
as a simple matter of business is that
every manufacturer will get the hrghmt

| price that he can. Let us not be satisfied

with condemning the manufacturer for
the price he charges.

- On the other hand, if there were
no restraint on Chinese immigration Brit-
ish Columbia would be peopled chiefly
by Chinese. Then the Chronicle, like
other easterners, seems ignorant of the
fact that nearly all the Chinese who
come here are of a very inferior class in
their own éountry and are practically
slaves. In very few cases does the head
tax come out of the Chinege immigrant’s

| own pocket; it is paid by a powerful or-

ganization of his own countrymen, which
profits by his lahor. If three or four
thousand Chinese serfs were dumped in

Halifax. to take the'place of as ‘many

white men the Chronicle would be found
singing a  different song.

An eastern contemporary points out
that the address presented to Sir John
oThompson by the Biddulph township
council, chiefly composed of political
sympathizers, acknowledged ~ that the
N. P. 'had fostered combines, and ‘pledd-
d . that this oppression should be remov-
ed. It was also acknowledged that the
reduction of the duty on binder twine
had saved the farmers of the township
$1600 this year. These candid state-
ments, says the paper, will be noted by
tariff reformers everywhere; They but
emphasize the necessity for throwing off
every tax that is not aneeded for revenue,
and that does not wholly g0 into the
public treasury.
