A WOR FORD WABHING DAY,

How to deal with flannels and Jincns,
forms an important chapter in the opérations
of the washing-tub. When flannelhas be-
come yellow with age, in order to whiten it
dissolve a pound and a half of soap in fifty
pounds of water, and add two- thirds of an
ounce of spirts of ammonia. Place the flan-
nel in the water, stir it vigo rously round
for a short time, then take it out¥hnd wash

We
know of none thatflesh is heir to, and, a3 this
malady is quite frequent and the subjeet of
wuch consideration w. s the latést recipe
for its curg, which is given by that high
authority the Londgn Lancet :—As soon 88
the pulsation is felt, put directly over the
spot a fly blister, about the size of your
thumb naii, aud let it remain for six hours,
at the cxpiration of which time, directly
under the surface of the blister may be seen
the felon, which can be instantly’taken out
with the point of a needle or a lancet.
