THE REMEDIAL BILL

A Draft of the Government’s Pro-
pvsed Manitoba School
Law.

Th2 Dominion to Provide Its €wn
Machinery if Necessary to
Euforce the Law.

Ottawa, Feb. 4.—At the last cabinet
meeting it was about decided to bring
down remedial legislation. The - aet
which the government propose introduc-
ing to  parliament next week makes
provision for the restoration of Roman
Catholie schools in the province of Man-
itoba. While the  Roman Catholic
bishops have been insisting . that -the
Catholic schools of that province should
be restored under the control: of the
church, as they existed before they
were abolished in 1890, the remedial
bill places them under the control of the
provincial government, teachers being
required to hold certificates of compet-
eney  from a-provincial board of ex-

| nminers. Provision is also made that in

order to secure state or previme™1 aid
from the general school fund, these
schools must be up “to the sa

‘tiottal ‘schools. © In tiie event, ver,
to grdnt aid to- Catholic sechools, the
act provides that the Dominion govern-
ment may aid them out of the fund
from school lands. Turther provision
is made that Catholics may elect wheth-
er they will contribute toward separite
| er publie schools. If they elect to senid
their children to separate schools 'then
| their taxes go toward the maintenance
of such schools; they must pay toward
the support of one or the other.

The Manitoba government having in-
timated that they will not recognize any
federal interference, it Dbecomes ne-
cessary for the Dominion parliment to
provide its own machinery for giving .ef-
fect to their own legislation, and for
that purpose provision is made for the
establishment of a Catholic school
board upon whom will devolve the ¢al-
lection of school taxes from those who
elect to send their children to separate
schools. Five families with a total of
ten, ehildren may petition for the estab-
lishment of Catholic schools in local-
ities where they do not already exist.

TIRED OF LIFE’'S TROUBLES.

A Man Kills His Father, Mother, Wife,
. Children and Himself.

Chicago, Feb. 5.—An entire family of six,
father, mother, wife and three children,
were murdered last night by = Richard
Klattke, a Lakeview carpenter, who then
completed his worf by killing himself. 'I'he
dead are: Richard Klattke, carpenter, 38
vears; Kate Klattke, his wife, John Klat-
tke, his father, aged 73; Mina Klattke, his
mother, aged 78; Mina, a daughter aged
9 years; Anna; a daughter aged 8 years;
Emma, a daoghter aged 7 years.

The Kilattke family were found & dead
early this morning in their little cotfage.
on Berseau avenue, two blocks from Cuy-

12 | ler station, a. suburb on the Chicago and

North Western Ry. The discovery was
made by Mtathew Brown, a saloon keeper,
Mr. Brown, wishing some work done, call-
ed at the Klattke residence to secure the
services of the carpenter, He found the
premise a veritgble charnel house. On the
floor lay seven corpses, Hach had a bul-
let wound in the head.  In each case the
ball penetrated the brain, so that: death
was evidently _ imstantaneous. A heavy
odor, which® appeared- to be chloroform,
permeated the room. From this it is sur-
mised Richard first chloroformed the entire
family, and then at his leisure, taking de-
liberate aim, put a bullet into the brain
of each. Brown took a hasty survey only
of the premises, and then hurried to noti-
fy the police. A detachment of officers
was sent to the scene in a patrol wagon,
and a more careful examination was made
of the surroundings. Everything pointed
to a deliberately planned murder by Klat-
tke, and a desire to place himself and
family beyond any further earthly troub-
les.
