Marsha!l handled it well, showing that
in 1842 the Province obtained the Peni-
tentiary from $t. John County and that
one stipulation in the contract was that
St. John City and County should have,
in perpetuity, the right to seand its
short-term prisoners there aund have
them cared for at Provincial expense.

at Confederation, with the obligations
of the Province connected therewith
_still attached toit. Nowitseeks td give
the prison back to St. John, as a present,
and thus rid itself of the responsibility
of caring for our short-term prisoners
and Mr. Marshall's object is to prevent
the wrong which it thus sought to work
upon the Province.  The Attorney
General, however, went' beyond the
strong points made by Mr. Marshall and
his brief speech which I have fully re-
ported will be admitted as containing
points which are at once important and
unassailable. - It is as follows :—

" Hon. Attorney General said it was
well that this matter had been opened
up in the House by the hon. ‘mover of
the resolution, for if the different coun-
ties of the Province were in danger of
having their rights infringed upon the
House should take such action as was
open to it for protecting them. He did
not propose to discuss the question atany
length, but while concurring generally
in what had been said by his hon. friend
he thought it might be well to refer to
a question connected with the latter part
of hisremarks. He could hardly expect
that anything he might say would ma-
terially affect the policy of the Dominion
Government, but, it seemed to him it
ought to deal differently from what it
had done in reference to penitentiaries.
He disclaimed any idea of making the
point a political one, for it must be re-
membered that the Dominion Govern-
ment’s policy was the same under the
late as it was under the present adminis-
tration—the formor baving initiated and
the latter maintained it.. The British
North America Act has imposed upon
the Dominion Gover t the g
ment and maintenanoe of Penitentiaries
and it seemed clear that the care of all
prisonersconvicted on indictable offences
was meant to be included within the
general government’s duties in that con-
nection. The Dominion Parliament
establishes the procedure in Crinfinal
Law and has the right to say what the
punishment of all indictable offences
shall be, and it does not seem right in
principlethat while the Provincial Legis-
lature has nothing whatever to say. in
respect of these matters and while the
Government which has such right is also
charged with the care of those connected
under the laws it makes, the Provinces
should virtually be held liable to main-
tain and provide for such proportion of
those' gonvicted as the geperal Parlia-
ment may determine, On the same
principle the Dominion Parliament has

Proyinces by the creation of statutory
offences not being offences 6f common
Law and fizing the penaltyataperiodless
thantwoyears. By theirpolicyinthemat-
ter the Dominion Governmert draws the
line where it onghtnottobedrawn. Ifit
may assume the right to draw the line
at two years why not, on the same prin-
ciple, make ftten years. By this policy,
it obliges the provinces to care for the
class of criminals whose maintenance is
the most expensive while it retains to
itself only those who are in a measure
self-supporting, for itis a well known
fact that a very small proportion of the
criminal classes have trades, and before
short-term prisoners can learn them
sufficiently to enable them to be pro-
ductive their term expires and they are
releagsed. Itis different with long-term
prisoners for they remain long enough
in prison to acquire trades and work
skilfully at them, being thereby self-sus-
taining. The true rule seems to be that
all persons convicted upon indietment
should be cared for in the penitentiary,
whether their term of imprisonment be
long or short. There is, also, more or
less, of an influence brought to bear on
those charged with the administration
of justice to lead them to be governed,
to a greater or less degree, by the pro-
visions of the Dominion Law in dealing
with prisoners convicted of indictable
offences, and although this influence
may, in many cases, be scarcely realised
by thosé who are swayed by it, yet it
causes long-term sentences to be passed
