FrepericroN, March 20.—Edward H.
Wilmot died early this morning. He con-
tracted a cold while driving a few weeks
ago which developed congestion of the lungs
and this in taro was followed by paralysis
on Sunday last, since which time he had
been unconscious.

It is thonght that the owners of
the Davis Miles pateat will control this
enormous trade in which one of the Cana-
disn companies last year paid a dividend
of 19 per cent to its stockholders and in
which the United States Rabber Co. netted
last year $7,775,000 for its stockholders.
Davis & Miles propose to form a company
with a capital of $150,000for the msonufacture
of their footwear which will employ from
300 to 400 hands and will bs located in such
city or towa in the maritime provinces as,

The Bagineers’ Counell.

In connection with its references to the
members of the Council of the Canadian
Society of Civil Eagineers, for 1896, the
Canadian Eagineer, Toronto, for March,
gives portraits of Mesers. W. R. Batler,
A. M. L. C. E. sud W. G. Matheson, C. E.,
as well as of other members. The personal
sketches of the two gentlemen named are. s
follows : — ;

W. R. Batler holds the chair of civil
engineering at King's College, Windsor.
Mr. Butler came to Novs Sootia from
Kuglaud, and entered (in 1875) upon the
course iu civil engineeriog at King’s College.
Duriug this conrse he won. several prizes and
echolurships, and obeained in 1878 a tirst-
class degreeof * Bachelor of Eagineering,”
his final (egrae examivation being conducted
by officers of the Royal Eagineers. He
entered the service of Messrs. Watson,
Smith & Watson, civil engineets of London
(Eng.,) and was appoiated to the staff en-
gaged in coastraction of the Swindon,
Marlborough and Andover Railway in
Eogland. 101880 he was elected to the
chair ha npow holds. Since thea Prof.
Batler’s available leisure has been devoted
to practical work. Important worke have
been carried out in Nova Scetia from his
designs, and under his direction. Amongst
such may be mentioned the Cornwailis
Valley Railway, the system of water sup ply
for the towns of Wolfville, Antigonish, and
Canoing. In connection with such works
many of the students ia engineering at the
uoiversity have thus had opportuaity of
gaining, in addition to their theuretical
training, a practical experience which has
in many cases euabled them to fill positions
of no little profussi ibility on
completing their course,

Peormanent Bridgoes.

Thursday last on the proposal to isvue
bonds to the amount of $400,000 to
provide permaunent bridges, Hoo. Mr,
Ewmmerson said the system pursued
in the past had been 8 mistaken
one. Limited as the revenne was bridges
had been constricted in the cheapest
possible way. To day the proviuce was
paying about $120,000in intereat, but for
which charge there would be no difficulty
in keeping the expenditure withio the
income. How had that interest charge
been created ? It had been created by the
policy of subsidizing railwayr, That was
not a matter properiy chargeable against
the government, but against the people of
the province who insisted upon having
railroads. The government was required to
pay the interest and at the same time
build bridges, and the real question was
whether it was better to grope along in the
old way and construct perishable structures,
or to adopt the policy pursned with such
advantageous results by the provinece of
Nova Scotis, namely of borrowing the
money and building bridges that would
stand. The preseat measure proposed to
give the pgovernment power to borrow
$400,000 and provided that not more than
$100,000 of bonds should be issued in any
one year. It was charged that the
government had reserved -to themselves
the power to expend all this mopey in a
single year if they liked. There was no
such provision in the bill. What was
provided was that ot more than $100,000
in any one year should be spent in the
erection of bridges that had gone down or
required to be renewed, but in case any
new bridge required to be built at a site
where no bridge had been, then it was re-
served for the lieutenant governor to decide
with respect €o that ; the shief commissioner

A per steel structure for the same
locality would cost $4,000 and perhaps
8500 for repairs in the 15 years, aud then
you stiil had your bridge good to last for a
century. The policy of erecting permanent
bridges would also effect a saving in the
matber of engineering,as they would not have
to be frequently rebailt.
