To ask the provinc¢lal government to
pay half the cost  of the Courtenay
Bay borings, to request the C. P. R.
to give up its rights to the Beacon
Bar, to ask the Dominion government
to make a survey of the Beacon Bar
and to dredge wharf sites in that local-
ity, to ask the same government to ex-
tend the breakwater to Partridge Is-
land—the foregoing are the recommen-
dations passed last evening by the
joint committee on harbor improve-
ment appointed by the Common Coun-
cil and the Board of Trade.

The meeting, which was held in the
City Hail, was very barmonious and
the business done although of a pre-
liminary nature, was extensive. Thers
were present His Worship Mayor Bul-
lock, Ald. Baxter, Ald. Willet, Ald.
Kelley, Ald. Frink, Ald. Me¢Goldrick,
T. H. Estabrooks, H. B. Schofield,
IZnginecr Peters and Kngineer Shewen-
Messrs, Estabrooks and Schofield re-
presented the Board of Trade. The
two engineers represented the engineer-
ing stutfs of the city and Public Works
Department respecfively,

Whole Question Discussed

The whole question of harbor im-
provement in its many phases was
talked over, ‘tention was given the
proposed extension of docks on the
West Side and also the pos-
sibility of dredging Courtenay Bay for
the purpose of providing wharf accom-
mocations for the National Transcon-
tir ental. The discussion was of a
general character but resulted in the
passing of some important resolutions.

It was resolved to recommend the
opening with Premier Hazen’s govern-
ment of negotiations for the purpose
of having the province bear half the
cost of the borings in Courtenay Bay.
If undertaken these borings will be
carried out to an extennt sufficient to
afferd information concerning the bot-
tom of the bay.

The second recommendation dealt
with the West Side and particularly
with the scheme for building docks on
the flats to the south of Sand Point.
At present the C. P. R. has certain
rights to a sixteen hundred foot strip
rurning along the Beacon Spit. It was
recommended the railway be asked to
surrender these rights {in order to
facilitate the construction of wharves.
