During recent years' the Opera House 

has more than once been visited by 
magicians who have demonstrated 
their mysterious powers by escaping 
from the Inside of locked trunks, from 
rooms in which they have been se­
curely fastened, and even from imagin­
ary prison cells. Now the Salvation 
Army home boasts of a guest who not 
only is endowed with all these powers, 
while performing before an audience, 
but who in the course of his life has 
put them to practical uses. On the 5 th 
of December last he escaped from one 
of the largest Jails in Germany, just a 
short time previous to his sailing for 
this country. There is no magic about 
his arts, and their simplicity makes 
them all the more wonderful. He es­
caped from jail simply by taking hold 
of two bars which covered the windows 
—one in each hand—and breaking them 
apart far enough to make space to 
crawl through. Any person who may 
be harrassed with doubts as to the 
truth of this statement can satisfy 
themselves by calling at the Army 
home any time during this week,where 
the modern Ajax will gladly give a 
free exhibition of his strength on re­
quest.

This Strange visitor goes by the name 
of Peter Clawson. He is 23 years of 
age, about 5 feet 8 Inches in height, 
and weighs 175 pounds. All the muscles 
of his body are developed to a wonder­
ful degree and are hard as iron. He 
has a chest equal to that of John L. 
Sullivan. He can lift 400 pounds with 
his teeth, 1,400 pounds on his back, and 
can hold 160 pounds out straight In one 
hçnd. He will take three 50-pound 
balls and keep them all in the air at 
once. He take® a 3-4 Inch Iron bar and 
bends It double by pounding It over the 
muscle of hls bare arm. |

Peter Clawson was bora In Metten- 
dorf, Germany. When seven years of 
age he was picked up by a travelling 
show company, who took him along 
with them to Italy. Later he trained 
for some years in a gymnasium for an 
acrobat, but got too heavy for this 
business, so he gave it up and took up 
the profession of lifting heavy weights. 
This he followed up for a time in cir­
cuses and theatres, and finally branch­
ed out giving little exhibitions of his 
own in restaurants and other public 
places. Unfortunately, however, Peter 
had not learned that a license was re­
quired In Germany for holding shows 
of this sort, and It was In this connec­
tion that he met with the unpleasant 
experience which compelled him to 
come to this country. He tried the 
Jail for a few weeks, but concluded that 
a man of hls capabilities was never 
made for such close quarters, and so 
in the stillness of one dark night he 
gently pressed open two of the window 
bars and bade farewell to the scenes of 
his boyhood. He made his way to 
Antwerp,where he stowed himself safe­
ly away, along with three companions, 
on the Mount Temple. They arrived 
here with that vessel a week ago Mon­
day. They were discovered shortly 
after putt’ng out to sea and sent down 
below to work. On the whole they 
claim to have had an enjoyable trip.

Clawson, with his other accomplish­
ments, ic a famous wrestler. He holds 
no less than four medals won in that 
line. In the summer of 1903 he wres­
tled with a man named Leuc, in one of 
the largest theatres in Germany, situ­
ated in the town of Dusseldorf. At 
the end of twelve nights’ continuous 
wrestling, Peter Clawson had three 
broken ribs, and the championship of 
the Rhine province.

It oay be said in concluding that 
Peter and his companions are dead 
broke and out of work, and would be 
grateful to any person who would give 
them any kind of employment.
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One of the most prominent officials 
connected with the fish and game pro­
tective department of the province was 
in the city yesterday and in conver­
sation with the Sun suggested^what he 
considered would be an Improvement 
In the licensing regulations. He argued 
that taking for example the four 
counties of Carleton, Victoria, York 
and Northumberland it is found that 
in these a total of some sixteen hun­
dred resident game licenses have been 
issued at the merely nominal fee of 
two dollars each. This, he considers, 
is far too low, and should be increas­
ed to at least five dollars for a start, 
with the possibility 'tit a further in­
crease in the future if it should be 
deemed advisable. Each of these six­
teen hundred persons is by the license 
entitled to kill one moose and one cari­
bou, which makes the fee to them only 
one dollar per animal, a ridiculously 
low figure. Almost every license hold­
er kills at least one animal, while the 
majority kill two. N6w supposing a 
man takes out licenses for himself and 
his two sons. There, for six dollars, 
the one family can secure six animals— 
pretty cheap meat.

This official thought that a fee of five 
dollars would be none too high, and 
would, by increasing the returns to 
the province, permit of an even more 
perfect system of protection. It would 
also work towards the same end an­
other way, for if people had to pay 
higher for the privilege they would be 
the more apt to see that other people 
did not exceed the rights granted by 
the licenses.

But, said h«,*T itiust say that the 
people of New Brunswick are most ob­
servant of the game laws. Whether 
It Is that they are frightened of each 
other, or not, the fact remains that in 
this province there are fewer violations 
by far than in Maine, where a most 
expensive protective system is in op­
eration. Our people will not permit 
of violations. Each man seems to hold 
the Idea that he is honest and expects 
everyone else to be.
