‘Whereas it is deemed desirable to
?rohlblt all sailing vessels registered
,dn Canada from engaging in voyages
ifrom @ port in Canada, or any foreign
port, to a port in the United Kingdom,

r to any other port in Europe, or
‘vice versa, without the knowledge or
"-conunt of the governemnt ef Canada:

Therefore His Excellency .the Gov-
lernor General in Council, under and
{in virtue of the provisions of the War
{Measures Act, 1914, is pleased to mako
the following regulations and the same
,lrxll-; hereby made and enacted accord-
Hngl

y:

1. Hvery sailing ship registered in
Canada is prohibited fro mengaging in
any voyage, after the 1st of May, 1917,
from a port in Canada, or any foreign
port, to a port in the United King-
dom, or to any other port in~Europe,
or vice versa, unless a license to do
80 has been granted to or in favor of
'the owenrs or charterers of such sail-
ing ship.

2. The committee of persons ap-
pointed by the minister of marine and
fisheries, under the provisions of the
order in ¢ouncil of March 11, 1916, re-
specting the licensing of steamships
exceelling 500 tons gross tonnage, shall
have power to grant the licenses re-
quired by the next preceding para-
graph. Licenses may be general with
reference to any such sailing ship and
its voyages, or may be special with
reference to a particular voyage.

All sailing ships violating any of
the provisions of these regulations
shall be subject to forfeiture.
