The leaves are enamel and set 
with diamonds, 300 of which have been 
used, and at the face of the spray is a, 
large pearl. There are also two beautiful 
gold medals commémoraitive of the visit, 
and two splendid albums of Canadian 
views.

The Royal Visitors’ Welcome at Quebec Duplicated in Montreal — Splendid 
Spectacle As They Were Escorted to the Home of Lord Strathcona.

i Quebec, Sept. 17-(Special)-Yesterday’s 
proceedings in honor of the visit of the 
Duke and Duchess of Cornwall closed with 
fan extraordinarily brillant display of fire- 
jvorka from the city heights, while the 
lelectrical display was something grand— 
the finest it is said that lias ever been seen 
In Canada, the situation of the ancient 
capital giving it an advantage in that re­
spect not enjoyed by any other place in 
the dominion, the result being an almost 
panoramic effect, both on land and water, 
(which was viewed by scores of thousands 
of persons who arrived here. The hotels 
end private houses in the city were all 
crowded and with the exception of a furi­
ous storm, wthioh raged for a while in the 
afternoon, and somewhat demoralized the 
decorations, the first day’s demonstration 
In honor of the son and heir of Great 
Britain's monarch was intensely loyal and 
enthusiastic, all classes of the population 
straining every nerve to bring about the 
result. , .
Business Laid to One Side.

Business has been practically suspended 
for the past two days and the residents of 
the city have given themselves over to 
celebrating, and no doubt by this time 
have left an impression on the royal 
couple that nowhere in the vast British 
possessions are there a more loyal people 
than in Quebec.

At 9 o’clock, when the state dinner in 
the citadel had concluded, the royal party 
and household, staff, the governor general 
and staff and invited guests went over to 
the King’s Bastion to view the illumina­
tions and hear the open air concert on 
Dufferin Terrace. As soon as the signal 
was given that their royal highnesses were 
on the way all the men-of-war were in 
Stanly illuminated with many thousand of 
electric lamps, which traced the outlines 
of the vessels and their masts, also several 
coats of arms erected on the ships. The 
sight was a most beautiful one, further 
enhanced by the government steamers; 
also beautifully illuminated, sailing in the 
river and passing the line of warships, at 
the same time setting off from each of 
the half dozen steamers in the line thou­
sands of bombs, rockets, Roman 
candles and other extraordinary fire­
works. The scene was immensely 
enjoyed by at least 50,000 spec­
tators who congregated on Dufferin Ter­
race, the ramparts, Levis Heights and 
other parts where a glimpse of the grand 
sight could be seen.

The steamers sailed down the river en- 
wliich was further enhanced by the mag­
nificent display from Des Carriers street 
and the governor’s gardens adjoining the 
Terrace. The show was kept up for one 
hour and was, without exception, the 
grandest display of fireworks ever seen in 
this city.

Welcomed by Enthusiastic Thousands-Ad-

Following the reply came several other

One of the most interesting features of 
the reception was the presentation to 
the royal visitors of a delegation of chiefs 
and squaws from the Iroquois or Five 
Mation Indians of Caughnaiwaga, near 
Montreal. The Indian chiefs, who were 
dressed in full Indian costume, shook 
hands with the duke and the squaws 
knelt. Both the Duke and Duchess were 
apparently pleased and amused by this 
novel incident. The duke then presented 
the South African war medals to those 
Montrealers who were entitled to them.

The Duke's Speech.
When the royal party arrived at the
