ANTI-CIGARETTE BILL

NEW ENGLAND COTTON
MILLS ON SHORT TIME
50,006 .()peritai;;Aflfe‘cted--Many

Plants Have Been Ordered Closed
Down for Two N_Ionths.

Boston, June 2—Orders were issued to-
day by several cotton mill managers, in-
structing agents to curtail production on
account of the depression in the textile
industry. Many mills in southern and
central New England have been running
on short time all the spring, and at pres-
ent about 50,000 operatives are affected.

The employes of the Pemberton mills,
of Lawrence, were notified today that the
plant will be shut down on Saturday for
two months. .

Notices were posted at the Methuen
mills, in Methuen, that they would be
closed: for a similar period at about the
same time. About 1,000 hands are employ-
ed by the two concerns. The Arlington
mills cotton department at Lawrence is
on short time.

The mills of the Wamsutta corporation,
the largest in New Bedford, were closed
tonight for the balance of ‘the week. It is
understood that three of the mills oper-
ated by the corporation will remain closed
for some time, while tlie others will run
only, four days each week. The Wam-
sutta company employs about 3,000 hands.

The New Bedford milis have been run-
ning on full time, and the Wamsutta is
the first there to adopt a short time
schedule. 'The curtailment may possibly
extend to other anills, as some of them are
controlied by &nteresfs which are identified
with the Wamsutta management.

The Edwards Manufacturing Company,
of this city, will close its mills at Augusta
(Me.) in July for two months. There are
about 1,400 operatives in Augusta.

Numerous mills in Rhode Island, Con-
necticut and southern and western Massa-
chusetts are on a short time basis.

Masterly Addresses by Prof.
~ Scott and Others—Degrees
Conferred and Prizes Pre-
sented — Dr.  Murray of
McGill Criticises Present
Course of Studies.

Fredericton, N. B., June 2—(Special) —
The ecoenial meeting under the auspices

of the Alumni Society was held in the

library of the college building this evening,
and was attended by a large and re-
presentative -audience, Vice-President B.

our financial condition today! And how
strange it is in these days of grawth and
expansion to discover that the sum paid
for the maintenance of the university is
the same now as it was forty-five years
ago, when it was placed on its present
basis. It is with pleasure and no hutle
satisfaction we ‘have read the strong ex-
pressions of sympathy for the university
and its work on the part-of those high in
authority, coupled with most ardent de-
sires to see it continue to prosper and ex-
pand, but it must be confessed, while there
is mo intention' of pleading guilty of break-
ing - the tenth cominandment, that very
longing, if mot covetous, eyes werc cast
upon a -portion .of that increase-in the
annual expenditure of the province made
in the interests of good government, which
was rendefed necessary by the impoverish-
ed condition of the private exchequers of
our lawmakers, and the hitherto inade-
quat remnueration given for their arduous
and responsible duties.

_ It is curious to note that the men placed
in charge of the bridges, the live stock,
the lumber, the finances, the dairying and
other departments of the province’s ad-
ministrative work, are, judging from the
remuneration they receive, relatively of i
more importance to the development of
the country than the men placed in charge
of the young men and young women seek-
ing higher education.

Why is it of more worth to build bridges
than to build character® Why of more
value to develop horses than to develop
men? Why is it considered more import-
ant to cultivate the soil and increase its
fertility than to cultivate the mind and
extend its faculties? But these repre-
sent out assets, our natural resources,
which must be developed in order to build
