Structure Rotting Away.

Obeserving citizens who have occasion to
use the Suspension bridge every day are
much surprised that this important thor-
oughfare, should be allowed to fall into a
dilapidated condition. Complaints are
heard daily that the under flooring of the |
structure is so rotten to be tunsafe,
and that portions can seen at times
dropping into the river. The great need
of having the bridge paipted is also very
apparent to those who pass that way. |

A practical builder cailed up The Tele-
graph last night to draw attention to the
need of something being done quickly

as

“The bridge is the mest important one
in the province,” he said, “and it is ridicul-
ous that nothing should be done to rem-
edy the shameful condition into which it
has fallen. It has been many years since
1t was painted, I cannot remember when,
and it has suffered greatly on this account.
I can see where the paint has scaled off
the woodworlk, leaving it exposed and sub-
ject’ to decay. Many house owners. will
apply a coat of paint every tw® or three
years in order to protect their property,
but the government has not considered it
necessary to paint the bridge since it eame
to power, though it was the custom to
have it painted every two or three years,
and the time was up when the old gov-
ernment went ouf.
