effective means of compulsion than is to 
be found in a legal provision that unless a 
person acts in a particular way he shall 
not be allowed to earn his living in the 
way, and possibly in the only way, in 
which he is qualified to earn a living.

Thus the High Court did not declare the 
plan invalid because it proposed to give medi­
cal benefits contrary to any provision in the 
constitution; it declared it invalid because the 
court regarded the proposals as an act of civil 
conscription, and therefore ultra vires the 
constitution.

In Australia the state was thwarted in its 
attempt to impose involuntary servitude and 
civil conscription. In that country, our sister 
dominion, both citizens and physicians appear 
to be content—a principle consistent with in­
dividual rights, duty and liberty. The citizen 
has not surrended his rights to the state and 
the state has not abrogated the rights of the 
physician.

With the enactment of this legislation, this 
Government will be responsible for the 
deleterious effect that will be done to the 
people of Canada in the provision of quantity, 
not quality, medical services. Pass the bill!
