Court.

Argunient on the Motion to
Discharge Cadby.

The Scott Act Injunction Dis-
charged.

Our readers will remember that after
Cadby was released by Judge Palmer from
custody on the warrant issued by Judge Si-
clair, of Ontario, he was immediately re-
arrested on & warrant 1ssued by Judge Tuck
for the same offence. After the hearing of
evidence produced by the prosecution, Judge
Tuck committed the prisoner Cadby to jail

FOR EXTRADITION.

The prigoner’s counsel thereupon applied
to Jﬁnlmer for the discharge of the
priscaer upon grounds raised on the exami-
nation before Judge Tuck.

Judge Palmer referred the matter to the
full court, and the argument was set down
for Friday.

Accordingly, yesterday, Messrs. Beckwith
and Borden, of Moneton, on behalf of Uadby,
and Messrs. C. A. Palmer, and John Kerr,
ot Saint John, and Mr. Gardiner, of New
York state, for the prosecution, appeared in
court to begin the argument.

Mc, with opened the case by reading
a num®Ber of affidavits setting forth the hcls
and stated the following

GROUNDS FOR THE MOTION.

. That the extradition act of 1877 is not
in foroe ag regards the extradition arrange-
ment with the United States, or if in force
does not interfere with the provisions or
restrictions of the Ashburton treaty, and is
only in force so far as is not piovided by the
treaty itself.

{ln Justice Tuck had no jurisdiction as
the information did not show that Cadby
was in the province at the time he issued the
warrant.

3. That the warrant of commitment issued
by Mr. Justice Tuck is bad on its face inas-
much as it only states that the pmoner is
accused of the crime of “forgery’’ without
stating what the acts were which constituted
the forgery.

4. Tuere isno evidence to warrant com-
mitment.

5. That the accused, a British subject, was
taken betore Judge Johnson, an extradition
judge, and imprisoned by him under bis war-
rant on proceedings as valid as these tor the
same offence, and said nmceedmgs are still
pending, or if ended and the prisoner remov-
ed to other custody by the fraud and collu-
sion of the prosecution, they are estopped
from again vexing the accused tor the same
cause

6. That the accused having been im-
prisoned on the same charge and dischar,
on habeas corpus, the present arrest and .m.
Enronmenl is & violation of section 6 of the

abeas corpus act.

7._That the,e should be a requisition from
the United States government and a charge
preferred by that government before any
proceedings can be taken against him.

8. That the information was bad (a) being
only on hearsay and belief and untrue on the
face of the proceedings;(b) staiing no extra-
ditable offence; (c) not stating any name as
forged (d) only suspectsa place where the
crime was committed; (e) information
altored hy judge after sworn to; () charge
ambiguous.

Mr. Beckwith argued each ground at
length, citiog numerous authorities, both
English and American to sustain bis argu-
ment. He occupied the greater part of the
day, and was replied to by Messrs C A
Palmer and Jobn Kerr for the prosecution.
It would be almost impossible to give the
full argument on either side, involving as it
did hundreds of questions and observations
from the bench. This morning after the
counsel for the prosecution had been closed,
Er. Borden began his reply, which will prob-
ably take the remainder of the day—perhaps
some part of Monday.

This morning the Scott Act election in-
junction case from St. Jobn was argued
before Mr. Justice Palmer. Mr. Straton of
Gilbert & Straton appeared for the the appli-
cant, McEvoy and Mr. A H Haniogton
appeared on bebalf of the Scott act party.
After an hour and a balf of argument, the
learned judge decided, almost without refer-

" ence to the argument at all, that be could

not grant the injunction. He said that
whatever grounds there might now be for
making the icjunction would be open after
the election was over to set it aside and that
if the election was now prohibited and after-
wards it was found that there was no
grounds for such prohibition, a great wrong
would be done. He had some doubts also as
10 his jurisdiction, as theact gave the gover~
nor general in council power to adjudicate
upon the preliminary steps in thése elec-
tions.

Mr. Robert Blissert, the boss tailor and
labor agitator, said yesterday: “Just as
John Brown’s was the first death in the
rebellion, so the deaths of those innocent
people in East St. Louis are the first in
the new rebellion that is sure to come.
Negro slavery had to go after John Brown
died ; white slavery has to go, and go it
will. We won't burn down Gould's house,
for labor built it. We must build rather
than destroy. But the boycott is a
weapon more silent and more effective
than fire, and we shall see if Gould can
withstand it. The strikers are going to be
well.supported by us. At the clothing
cutters' mneeting on Saturday, each man
was assessed $1 a week for them, and we
have 1,500 members. [ think the man
who had proposed an assessment less
than $1 would have been thrown out of
the window. The St. Louis men are not
fighting for themselves only, but for us,
and we owe 1t to them to support them
and theirs, though we go hungry.”
