Touch.

. Q. Where is the seat of the sense of touch ?

A. The sense of touch is extended over the
- whole surface of the skin; the hand is the
organ of touch. Ii owes this property to the
great quantity of nerves which furrow it.

Q. What care must be taken of the hands ?

A. The hauds should bz often washed, es-
pecially when they have teuched unclean ob-
jects, served the sick, or handled dangerous:
substances.

Gloves, which are used to protect them from
the variations of the atmospherc should not be
constantly worn ; they would then be more
injurious than useful.
