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Q. How is it you did not endorse the other sums on the back of this paper ?—
Becauxe T had not made up tho account. I have an account of what I got myself
from him. I keep an account in my memorandum book. I have not got my memo-
randum book for last year with me. I have this yoar's memorandum%ook.

Q. We want last year's ?

Witness.—I was subpceenaed to produce everything in connection with Boyle; but
I did not consider that had anything to do with Boyle. I gave Mr, Starrs credit here
«on the 8th of January for $60.

Q John Hewson figures in that ?—Yes; it is from him.

Q. s that the only entry you have relating to that ?—Yes.

Q. 'I'his is since the 1st January ?2—Yes.

Q Why did not you tell Mr. Roger when you handed him that letter that you
had not paid, or were not going to pay, that money to Boyle? —=No; I did not tell
shim, .

Q. Why did not you tell Roger ?—If thoy were getting the value, would it make
any difference who they were paying the mouey to. 1 understood they were anxious
to get this as low as possiblo.

Q. You were anxious they should get it as cheap as possible >—Charlton had said
that they would give thix, and I got the letter for the purpose of getting that:

Q. What was the nature of your dealing with MacLean, Roger & Co.?—Waell, I
think it was about the end of January, or the beginuing of February, or somowhere
there, that I had a casual conversation with Mr. Roger. Both gentlemen were there,
and we talked over the prospective advertising and announcément of this advertisin
and priuting. Mr. Roger said I was the only one he foared in the matter, besatse
had the plant and establishment, and therefore ho would like to have some arrange- -
ment mude with me; this was a subsequent conversation. I asked both gentlemen
if they were willing to make any arrangement, and they said **No;” that the
