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as the Governor or person administering the Government shall, in
Council appoint and declare.

44, If any action or suit shall be brought or commenced against
any person or persons for any thina done or to be done in pursuance 10

of damage, then within six calendar months next after the doing 15

brought after the time so limited for bringing the same, or if

© 435. Any contravention of this Act by the said company or
any other party, for which no punishment or penalty is herein 30
