The UNB Student Union's

$30,000 investment, the Paper
Post, will start offering
services by the end of this
month.

According to Kim Doyle,
VP Finance and Administration
of the UNB Student Union, the
service will enable students to
have their term papers and other
projects typed up at’'the Paper
Post for competitive prices.

Right now, there are two
computers set up in the room,
which is in the UNB Student
Union Building. A Macintosh
two CX and a Macintosh plus
along with an Apple Laser
Printer. Software packages
have also arrived and Doyle
claims that the "graphic package
is just phenomenal."

In addition students can look
at catalogues in order to see
what the Paper Post can offer
them.

Doyle feels it will be a
professional and viable service
and everyone who uses it will
be guaranteed a quality job.

A full-time manager will be
hired and also up to 15 part-
time students. Already the
Student Union has received 10
applications for the full-time
manager position. Doyle says
they want to make sure the
person they hire is "a
professional, has a lot of drive

and can relate to the students.”

As of now, the Student
Union has a year and a half
lease on the room. Doyle says
"everything is hinged on the
demand for this." Though only
two computers are now set up,
an additional table was bought
in case of expansion. There
also is a small waiting room for
students. Doyle says that the
Student Union "got a good sale
on the furniture and [got] good
quality furniture."

The Student Union is also
hoping to see the Paper Post
opened during the summer
months to compete against
other desk top publishing
stores.

But Doyle stresses that
students have to be "top
priority” and that the Student
Union must keep “that idea in
focus. ;

If there is a high demand for
production outside the
UNB/STU community, e
Student Union might buy
another computer.

Also, if money is generated
from this project, Doyle hopes
to see it go back into the
Student Union. She feels the
whole reason behind the Student
Union is to provide services.

The Book Exchange
Program might be operated out
of the same room and continue
to be offered throughout the
summer months also.

Control of Ecole Polytechnique
was formed on December 11.

The committee has decided
to take a positive actions to
induce the Canadian
Government to legislate on the
firearms and other offensive
weapons. Also they will submit
a new Bill which will have to
go beyond the Bill C-218
introduced, for a first reading, at
the House of Commons on
April 10.
