Of these, 69 per cent found
jobs related to their program
of study at Sheridan; 16 per
cent are working in jobs un-
related to their studies; and
15 per cent are still seeking
employment.

The remaining 21 per cent
not on the job market consists
of students who are either
continuing their education or
who are not looking for work
for spersonal reasons such as
travel.

The survey of 1,137 students
or. 93 per cent of the
graduating class was con-
ducted last summer and is the ,
fourth such study prepared by
the college to determine just
